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Notes of Floyd E. Taylor for Apr. 4, 2011, Teleconference Bible Study 
 

He is Coming to all cities!! Have we Remembered the Way of Gaining the Good Inheritance prepared from the beginning of the Creation? 
Tonight I would like to review some Scriptures pertaining to the great gift of the Inheritance of the Kingdom of God.  We will look at the wording 
of Ephesians 1, but we also consider the Good Deed of the five fatherless sisters of the Tribe of Manasseh, for their Good Deed affects even us 
today. 
IMPORTANT PROPHETIC WORDS: We have received very important Prophetic Words in the last two days and several are included in these 
Bible Study Notes tonight.  The Lord has confirmed that He has now come to separate the peoples into His Kingdoms (See Zeph. 3:8-9). 
DATE OF NEXT BIBLE STUDY: Wednesday, April  6, 2011, 8:30 PM EDT. 
NOTE FOR NEXT BIBLE STUDY: I am sorry but I have not finished the review of Daniel chapters 10-12.  Hope to be able to include it in the 
Notes for our next Bible Study or the one after.  I just need a little more time. 
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The past two days the Lord has been speaking many dynamic Prophetic Words and giving very clear Prophetic Visions.  I would like to review a few 
of these so that we understand that the Lord is clearly stating that He has come for the Harvest Judgment and the giving of His Seal to those 
who have been found worthy.  At the same time He will take away the right to speak His Words (His Name – Rev. 19:13, Zeph. 3:8-9) from the 
wicked and from those who were complacent during the past seven years of the Evening of His Day (His Evening ended in March/April 2010). 

 
URGENT PROPHETIC WARNING: 

Know Me Now As Light, April 2, 2011 
Now I come to you as Light, dynamos energy, radiance, warmth and illumination. For I AM the God of Light, whom you have yet to experience 
fully. You have worshipped Me as Light, and I inhabit the praises of My people. Therefore, I shall appear to you and come to you as Light.  
Watch Me, watch for Me as I dazzle you with the shining radiance of your God, His glory as Light. Wait for Me, and I will come as the Light, 
to illumine your mind and enlighten your soul. Receive, as My Light, the Light of My Person, penetrates and permeates your being so that you 
become like Me - light. 

 
My Added Comment: 
Jesus has warned so often that the Father is the Word and that no one comes to the Father except through Him.  John tells us in 1 John 1:5 that 
God is Light, and Jesus tells us that He is the Light of the world.  I do not understand how preachers will not accept that it is the entrance of the 
Words of God created from before the foundations of the world that is what gives us Light.  They keep saying that the entire Bible is the Light, 
and though that is true that the Bible is of the Light, please understand that the bible did not physically exist when the Lord uttered the Great 
Words of Power and Wisdom as He said “Let there be Light” in Genesis 1.  David even teaches them that it is the entrance of His Words that 
gives us Light.  The Lord is about to close the door and those outside will not have the authority to speak His Words.  They will suffer greatly. 
 Psalm 119:130 “The Entrance of His Words Gives Light, and Gives Understanding to the Simple.”  
 Ephesians 5:8-14 8For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light 9(for the fruit of the Spirit is 

in all goodness, righteousness, and truth), 10finding out what is acceptable to the Lord.  11And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works 
of darkness, but rather expose them.  12For it is shameful even to speak of those things which are done by them in secret.  13But all things 
that are exposed are made manifest by the light, for whatever makes manifest is light.  14Therefore He says: "AWAKE, YOU WHO 
SLEEP, ARISE FROM THE DEAD, AND CHRIST WILL GIVE YOU LIGHT." 

 Hosea 4:6 “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge.  BECAUSE YOU HAVE REJECTED KNOWLEDGE, I ALSO WILL REJECT 
YOU FROM BEING A PRIEST BEFORE ME BECAUSE YOU HAVE FORGOTTEN THE LAW OF YOUR GOD I ALSO WILL FORGET 
YOUR CHILDREN.” (This means you will not be in Heaven, for all the Saints are priests before Him because they all SPEAK HIS WORDS 
that He teaches them to do.) 

 John 9:4-5 4“I must work the works of Him who sent Me while it is the day; for the night is coming when no man can work.  5As 
long as I am in the world, I am the Light of the world.  (The church must wake up for they have been sleeping all through the Evening of 
His Day and they did not set apart the Words of Truth that have in them His Promises of Good Works.  These Promises never fail, so they 
have power over all the enemies of God, including Satan and his earthly servants, especially the 13 Families that is the harlot of his beast.) 
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I hope and I pray that these following two simple charts will help open the eyes of many to the Great News of His Words of Great Power. 
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Another IMPORTANT Prophetic Word – But, it is from the Past: 
Take notice how the Lord confirms within this Prophetic Vision that it is the Words of God that are going to slay the shepherds.  That is exactly 
what the Lord says in John 12:48, Hosea 6:5 and Romans 2:2. 

The Sword and the Serpent 
by L. Vere Elliott, 1970’s 

( The following vision was given to L. Vere Elliott in the late 1970's) 
In this Vision/Revelation, I was in the midst of a great meeting hall (a church), and the walls and ceilings were covered with jewels and 
ornaments, and the windows were made of colored glass (a typical cathedral or church). The hall was full of people, some rich, some poor, some 
sick and crippled, mute and blind; but all had chains on and were hand-cuffed, and no one was free, (a picture of today's church, they are in 
church but they are not free). In front of the meeting hall was a large platform, with a pulpit on one side and a large cage on the other, with a 
huge green serpent in it; and hanging over where the speaker would stand, was a great sword suspended by two strings horizontally; and on the 
platform were several ministers, 8 or 10, clothed in clerical robes, sitting one behind the other, one seated just a little above the other. The 
assembly looked upon these men and they looked upon the church. There was silence for a while, until a thundering voice sounded from the 
pulpit, as if it came directly from God, saying, "Who will declare the whole counsel of God?" 

And the first clergyman arose with a Bible in his hand, and when he did, the 
old green serpent uncoiled and 
stretched out hissing against the 
man with sparkling eyes and 
protruding fangs; and the man of 
God, falsely so-called, sank back 
into his seat and placed his Bible 
under the chair. And when the 
serpent stretched up his head 
and touched the sword, he said to 
that man, "Anyone who obeys 
the voice of God, I will kill with 
this sword."  
And for a little while, there was silence again. And then the Voice sounded 
from the pulpit again, "Who will declare the whole counsel of God?"  And 

then the second man in clerical robes arose as if he would step forward, and again the serpent uncoiled against him, and he tumbled back with 
fear and sat down and placed his Bible under his chair (hiding the Word). The serpent again touched the sword, and with the same remark 
said, "I will kill you, if you obey the voice of God."  
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And for the third time the Voice from the pulpit thundered, and a third man arose and sat down like the two before him. And again and again 
the Voice sounded until each of the clergyman had had an opportunity to resist the serpent, but fear overcame them all, like the first three 
had been overcome. And the serpent smiled with his evil smile.  
And then the Voice sounded again from the pulpit saying, "Oh if there were a man, Oh if there were a man; Oh if there were a man who 
would declare the whole counsel of God, that these chained men might be set free! is there not one man?"  
Then a man of little stature (meaning he was nothing in the sight of the world), ascended the platform and stood under the sword, and he 
lifted up his eyes toward heaven and said, "Into Thy hands O God, I commit my spirit." Then he opened the Bible and read. He didn't add 
anything to It, and he didn't take anything from It; he read the Word, and spoke as a man having authority.  
And when he had finished, the old serpent stretched up to the edge of the sword and cut off one of the strings holding the sword in place, 
and the sword swung down and missed him and passed over his head; because he was a man of "little stature"; and the weight of the sword 
made the other string to break, and the sword swung back and pierced the hearts of those clergymen who were lined up and nailed them to 
the wall. And a great scream of despair sounded from the pulpit; but an even greater cry of joy sounded from the assembly, for every man's 
chains were loosed and they were set free! (By the word they were set free).  
  
When this vision had vanished, I saw another vision of the Savior in a cloud, just above my head. He spoke saying, "Hear my son the meaning 
of these things. The meeting hall which you saw is the secularized church, having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof. 
They are all covered with the jewels of the joys of this world, and there is no end to their 
silver and gold. The people which you saw, are those for whom I died, but My people are 
destroyed for lack of knowledge; they have eyes, but they do not see; they have ears, but 
they cannot hear. They are truly in bondage and must be set free! The platform in which 
you saw, on which the clergymen were sitting; the platform is the preconceived ideas, 
having their origins from the pit of hell. The pulpit is the throne of God; and the serpent, 
old Lucifer himself. The sword which you saw, is the Word of God; and the strings on 
which it was hanging, mean the power of the Word to give life or the power of the Word 
to take life.  Life was given to the man of little stature and life taken from the clergymen 
that did not preach My Word! The clergymen that you saw, are men (& women) from every 
church who pretend to know Me, but they teach My people things which are not written in 
the Book of life; and their pride and their presumption, and their worldly spirit force them 
to obey Satan, who is a liar and the father of lies; and each of the clergymen try and exceed the other in elegance, in extensive 
writings, argumentation and the like; but they only consider the" letter" of the Word, and leave out the "spirit" of the Word. And 
the day will come and now is at hand, when they shall all perish, just like these.  
After having considered this horrible scene, the Lord spoke again with these words, Do you remember My words in the prophecy of Jeremiah 
23, as well as My words in the prophecy of Ezekiel 34? Jesus said, Read it.  
And I opened my Bible and read, "Woe unto the shepherds that destroy and scatter the sheep of My pasture, saith the LORD. (Jeremiah 
23:1) In the prophets I have see a horrible thing, they commit adultery and they walk in falsehood: (a perversion of the Word of God), and 
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strengthen the hands of evil doers. (Jer 23:14). Jesus said, "At the end of days you shall understand this. Woe to the shepherds that 
feed themselves, should not the shepherds feed the flock! (Ezek 34:2). The weak you have not strengthened, nor have you healed the sick, 
you've not bound up that which was broken, and neither have you sought that which was lost; but with harshness and with rigor have you ruled 
over them. (Ezek 34:4). I will destroy the fat and the strong shepherds; and I will feed them with judgment. (Ezek 34:16). Then He said to 
me, That these false shepherds shall in no wise escape when the sword falls upon them. But My sheep must be warned, they must be 
set free! And again He said, Do you remember My words in the prophecy of Jeremiah in the latter part of chapter 25? Read it!  
And I read these words, And the slain of the LORD shall be in that day from one end of the earth, even to the other end of the earth: (Jer 
25:33). Howl ye shepherds, for the day of your slaughter is come! Then He said to me, These days shall come quickly, the shepherds shall 
howl, yea, there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth; but when the sword has fallen it will be too late forever. The man whom you 
saw who was of little stature, is every man and woman who will humble himself or herself, and be obedient even to the death of the 
cross, putting his or hers trust in God, and going forward declaring the whole counsel of God! Oh, if I could find such a man, can you 
tell Me where there is one? With such a man I could shake heaven and earth, saith the LORD.  
End.  
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Do We understand the Inheritance of the Kingdom?  Let us 1st look at an early Parable of the Inheritance – The Fab Five of Manasseh! 
Tonight I would like to review what is the Inheritance that the Lord has come to give to all those who love Him and who know His Power.  I would 
like to begin by reviewing an event from the Old Testament regarding five sisters from the families of Manasseh.  I would like to call these ladies 
as the “Fab Five of Manasseh”, for they secured a great victory for all of us who desire to be grafted into His Kingdom.  The story is told in 
Numbers 27. 
Firstly, let us take notice that these women were from the tribe of Manasseh.  Please remember the blessings that was spoken over the Tribe of 
Manasseh by Moses in Deuteronomy 33.  This was the oldest son of Joseph, and the son of the Joseph’s Egyptian wife, and she was the daughter 
of an Egyptian priest.

Deuteronomy 33:13-17 13And of Joseph he 
said: "Blessed of the LORD is his land, with 
the precious things of heaven, with the 
dew, and the deep lying beneath, 14with the 
precious fruits of the sun, with the precious 
produce of the months, 15with the best 
things of the ancient mountains, with the 
precious things of the everlasting hills, 
16with the precious things of the earth and 
its fullness, AND THE FAVOR OF HIM 
WHO DWELT IN THE BUSH.  Let the 
blessing come 'on the head of Joseph, and 
on the crown of the head of him who was 
separate from his brothers.'  17His glory is 
like a firstborn bull, and his horns like the 
horns of the wild ox; together with them he 
shall push the peoples to the ends of the 
earth; they are the ten thousands of Ephraim 
(This name means “fruitful; increasing”), and 
they are the thousands of Manasseh." (This 
name means “forgetfulness; he that is 
forgotten”) 

The meaning of the name of Joseph’s wife Asenath: (This name means “peril; misfortune”) daughter of Potipherah, a priest of On.  (The meaning of the name 
“Potipherah” is “that scatters abroad, or demolishes, the fat”; and the meaning of the name “On” is “pain; force; iniquity”) 
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You may recall the following information about the 12,000 of the Tribe of Manasseh being among the 144,000 that will be sealed in this very time 
that we are now living in.  This information was revealed in the 27 March Bible Study Notes. 

Take notice that Jacob blessed Ephraim over Manasseh, but Ephraim will be the last to be sealed up in this day, for “to whom much was given”, 
much is required.  The Bible reveals that Ephraim was continually called by the Lord, but they would not hear Him and would not come out.  Thus, 
they will be the last.  Dan is the one who hid on ships.  The ships on the sea is referring to mixing with the enemy, for the Lord says in Rev. 17:15 
that the peoples, nations, and tongues are the Sea. Thus, Dan was trying to keep his commerce by being lukewarm and compromise with the 
oppressors, just in case.

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Let us now consider Numbers 27 and the Law of the Inheritance that was gained by the women of Manasseh. 
The Law of Inheritance 
 Numbers 27:1-11 1Then came the daughters of Zelophehad (The meaning of this name is “the shade or tingling of fear”) the son of Hepher 

(The meaning of this name is “a digger”), the son of Gilead (The meaning of this name is “the heap or mass of testimony”), the son of Machir 
(The meaning of this name is “selling; knowing”), the son of Manasseh (The meaning of this name is “forgetfulness; he that is forgotten”), from 
the families of Manasseh (The meaning of this name is “forgetfulness; he that is forgotten”) the son of Joseph (The meaning of this name is 
“increase; addition”); and these were the names of his daughters: Mahlah (The meaning of this name is “infirmity; a harp; pardon”), Noah (The 
meaning of this name is “rest, repose; consolation”), Hoglah (The meaning of this name is “his festival or dance”), Milcah (The meaning of this 
name is “Queen, queen of counsel”), and Tirzah (The meaning of this name is “benevolent; complaisant; pleasing”).  2And they stood before 
Moses (The meaning of this name is “taken out; drawn forth”), before Eleazar (The meaning of this name is “help of God, court of God”) the 
priest, and before the leaders and all the congregation, by the doorway of the tabernacle of meeting, saying: 3"Our father died in the 
wilderness; but he was not in the company of those who gathered together against the LORD, in company with Korah, but he died in his own 
sin; and he had no sons.  4Why should the name of our father be removed from among his family because he had no son? Give us a possession 
among our father's brothers."  5So Moses brought their case before the LORD.  6And the LORD spoke to Moses, saying: 7"The daughters of 
Zelophehad speak what is right; you shall surely give them a possession of inheritance among their father's brothers, and cause the 
inheritance of their father to pass to them.  8And you shall speak to the children of Israel, saying: 'If a man dies and has no son, then you 
shall cause his inheritance to pass to his daughter.  9If he has no daughter, then you shall give his inheritance to his brothers.  10If he has no 
brothers, then you shall give his inheritance to his father's brothers.  11And if his father has no brothers, then you shall give his inheritance 
to the relative closest to him in his family, and he shall possess it.' " And it shall be to the children of Israel (The meaning of this name is 
“who prevails with God”) a statute of judgment, just as the LORD commanded Moses. 

The point that I would like you to see is that the Lord is showing us a key to the seeking after the Inheritance of His Kingdom.  He will do for us 
what is right and just if we bring our petitions to Him in the Ways of His Pure Language – in doing the Ways of His Words. 
In the King James Bible it is translated 42 times and the translations are various: so, thus, like manner, well, such thing, howbeit, state, after 
that, following, after this, therefore, wherefore, and surely. 
The word has a meaning of the following: 

1) right, just, honest, true, veritable 
a) right, just, honest 
b) correct 
c) true, veritable 
d) true!, right!, correct! (in assent) 

Thus, you can see why this Word is revealing that the Lord is saying it is in keeping with the Ways of His Words – the doing of Good and the 
keeping of Truth. 
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Let us look quickly at the Prayer of Jabez and understand what it really means, for it is also addressing inheritance.  I believe that it is also the 
answer of God to the many abortions in the world today.  The name of Jabez has the meaning of “sorrow, or trouble”.  The majority of the Bibles 
reveal that the mother says that she gave him that name “because I bore him in pain.”  The meaning of those words in Hebrew reveals that she 
really said “Because he Will Cause Pain”.  This is a terrible thing for a mother to say.  It is like the excuse of those mothers who opt for an 
abortion because they do not want to be troubled by raising a child.  Many of them do this because they do not want the inconvenience of raising a 
child, or they do not want the cost of raising a child.  Consider also the many babies killed in China because they have a one child law.  Well, the 
Lord has always had an answer.  He will provide.  This is the true meaning of the blessing of Jabez.  Your name reflects your work, and the mother 
cursed her son when she gave him this name.  But, God has a plan from the beginning.  Take notice that like Jacob wrestled with the Lord to get a 
blessing and knowing that he wanted a name change that would carry out the inheritance for the people of Israel, and the Lord came and wrestled 
with Jacob and because of his zealousness the Lord gave him the blessing in the name that he gave him of Israel, and His touching of the thigh 
bone that testified to Jacob that he changed the inheritance that was given to him from the sixth day of the creation.  Remember also that 
Jacob changed Benjamin’s name at his birth because of his mother’s curse.  Well, it is like this with Jabez.  He was wise and he knew what the will 
of God was, and what the Way of God was.  He knew that at the beginning, on the sixth day that all the blessings of that day were Good and not 
bad.  Thus, He knew God had a plan and work for his life that was different than what his mother gave to him, and that he has the right to call 
upon the Lord for a new name.  Thus, He asked of the Lord in the Way of the Lord, and the Lord granted him what He asked for that is the Will 
of God when we walk in the Ways of His Laws and the Ways of His Righteousness that is also the Ways of the Laws of His Inheritance. 
 1 Chronicles 4:9-10 9Now Jabez was more honorable than his brothers, and his mother called his name Jabez, saying, "Because I bore 

him in pain." 10And Jabez called on the God of Israel saying, "Oh, that You would bless me indeed, and enlarge my territory, that Your hand 
would be with me, and that You would keep me from evil, that I may not cause pain!" So God granted him what he requested. 
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I would also like to point out in the remainder of this book of Numbers 27 that the Lord was strong with Moses.  He is showing us that He will rule 
with an iron rod.  Joshua the Next Leader of Israel (Deut. 31:1–8 ) 
 Numbers 27:12-23 12Now the LORD said to Moses (The meaning of this name is “taken out; drawn forth”): "Go up into this Mount Abarim 

(The meaning of this name is “passages; passengers”), and see the land which I have given to the children of Israel.  13And when you have 
seen it, you also shall be gathered to your people, as Aaron your brother was gathered.  14For in the Wilderness of Zin (The meaning of 
this name is “buckler; coldness”), during the strife of the congregation, you rebelled against My command to hallow Me at the waters 
before their eyes." (These are the waters of Meribah (The meaning of this name is “dispute; quarrel”), at Kadesh (The meaning of this 
name is “holiness”) in the Wilderness of Zin.)  15Then Moses spoke to the LORD, saying: 16"Let the LORD, the God of the spirits of all 
flesh, set a man over the congregation, 17who may go out before them and go in before them, who may lead them out and bring them in, 
that the congregation of the LORD may not be like sheep which have no shepherd."  18And the LORD said to Moses: "Take Joshua (The 
meaning of this name is “a savior; a deliverer”) the son of Nun (The meaning of this name is “posterity; a fish; eternal”) with you, a man in 
whom is the Spirit, and lay your hand on him; 19set him before Eleazar (The meaning of this name is “help of God, court of God”) the priest 
and before all the congregation, and inaugurate him in their sight.  20And you shall give some of your authority to him, that all the 
congregation of the children of Israel may be obedient.  21He shall stand before Eleazar the priest, who shall inquire before the LORD for 
him by the judgment of the Urim.  At his word they shall go out, and at his word they shall come in, he and all the children of Israel with 
him—all the congregation."  22So Moses did as the LORD commanded him. He took Joshua and set him before Eleazar the priest and 
before all the congregation.  23And he laid his hands on him and inaugurated him, just as the LORD commanded by the hand of Moses. 

Deuteronomy 31 
Joshua the New Leader of Israel (Num. 27:12–23 ) 
 Deuteronomy 31:1-8 1"Then Moses (The meaning of this name is “taken out; drawn forth”) went and spoke these words to all Israel (The 

meaning of this name is “who prevails with God”).  2And he said to them: "I am one hundred and twenty years old today. I can no longer go 
out and come in. Also the LORD has said to me, 'You shall not cross over this Jordan.' (The meaning of this name is “the river of 
judgment”.)  3The LORD your God Himself crosses over before you; He will destroy these nations from before you, and you shall 
dispossess them. Joshua himself crosses over before you, just as the LORD has said. 4And the LORD will do to them as He did to Sihon 
(The meaning of this name is “rooting out; conclusion”) and Og (The meaning of this name is “a cake; bread baked in ashes”), the kings of 
the Amorites (The meaning of this name is “people who are bitter; rebels; babblers”) and their land, when He destroyed them.  5The LORD 
will give them over to you, that you may do to them according to every commandment which I have commanded you.  6Be strong and of good 
courage, do not fear nor be afraid of them; for the LORD your God, He is the One who goes with you. He will not leave you nor forsake 
you."  7Then Moses called Joshua (The meaning of this name is “(The meaning of this name is “a savior; a deliverer”) and said to him in the 
sight of all Israel, "Be strong and of good courage, for you must go with this people to the land which the LORD has sworn to their 
fathers to give them, and you shall cause them to inherit it.  8And the LORD, He is the One who goes before you. He will be with you, He 
will not leave you nor forsake you; do not fear nor be dismayed." 

The Law to Be Read Every Seven Years.  The Word of God is like a Garden in the Kingdom of Heaven, and it has to be treated in that Way. 
 Deuteronomy 31:9-13 9So Moses wrote this law and delivered it to the priests, the sons of Levi, who bore the ark of the covenant of the 

LORD, and to all the elders of Israel. 10And Moses commanded them, saying: "At the end of every seven years, at the appointed time in

the year of release, at the Feast of Tabernacles, 11when all Israel comes to appear before the LORD your God in the place which He 
chooses, you shall read this law before all Israel in their hearing.  12Gather the people together, men and women and little ones, and the 
stranger who is within your gates, that they may hear and that they may learn to fear the LORD your God and carefully observe all the 
words of this law, 13and that their children, who have not known it, may hear and learn to fear the LORD your God as long as you live in the 
land which you cross the Jordan to possess." 

Prediction of Israel's Rebellion 
 Deuteronomy 31:14-29 14Then the LORD said to Moses, "Behold, the days approach when you must die; call Joshua, and present 

yourselves in the tabernacle of meeting, that I may inaugurate him."  So Moses and Joshua went and presented themselves in the 
tabernacle of meeting.  15Now the LORD appeared at the tabernacle in a pillar of cloud, and the pillar of cloud stood above the door of the 
tabernacle.  16AND THE LORD SAID TO MOSES: "BEHOLD, YOU WILL REST WITH YOUR FATHERS; AND THIS PEOPLE WILL 
RISE AND PLAY THE HARLOT WITH THE GODS OF THE FOREIGNERS OF THE LAND, WHERE THEY GO TO BE AMONG 
THEM, AND THEY WILL FORSAKE ME AND BREAK MY COVENANT WHICH I HAVE MADE WITH THEM.  17Then My anger shall 
be aroused against them in that day, and I will forsake them, and I will hide My face from them, and they shall be devoured. 
And many evils and troubles shall befall them, so that they will say in that day, 'Have not these evils come upon us because our 
God is not among us?'  18AND I WILL SURELY HIDE MY FACE IN THAT DAY BECAUSE OF ALL THE EVIL WHICH THEY HAVE 
DONE, IN THAT THEY HAVE TURNED TO OTHER GODS.  19"Now therefore, write down this song for yourselves, and teach it to 
the children of Israel; put it in their mouths, that this song may be a witness for Me against the children of Israel. 20When I have 
brought them to the land flowing with milk and honey, of which I swore to their fathers, and they have eaten and filled themselves and 
grown fat, then they will turn to other gods and serve them; and they will provoke Me and break My covenant.  21Then it shall be, when 
many evils and troubles have come upon them, that this song will testify against them as a witness; for it will not be forgotten in the 
mouths of their descendants, for I know the inclination of their behavior today, even before I have brought them to the land of which I 
swore to give them."  22Therefore Moses wrote this song the same day, and taught it to the children of Israel.  23Then He inaugurated 
Joshua the son of Nun, and said, "Be strong and of good courage; for you shall bring the children of Israel into the land of which I swore 
to them, and I will be with you."  24So it was, when Moses had completed writing the words of this law in a book, when they were finished, 
25that Moses commanded the Levites, who bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD, saying: 26"TAKE THIS BOOK OF THE LAW, AND 
PUT IT BESIDE THE ARK OF THE COVENANT OF THE LORD YOUR GOD, THAT IT MAY BE THERE AS A WITNESS AGAINST 
YOU; 27for I know your rebellion and your stiff neck.  If today, while I am yet alive with you, you have been rebellious against the 
LORD, then how much more after my death?  28Gather to me all the elders of your tribes, and your officers, that I may speak these 
words in their hearing and call heaven and earth to witness against them.  29For I know that after my death you will become 
utterly corrupt, and turn aside from the way which I have commanded you. And evil will befall you in the latter days, because you 
will do evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke Him to anger through the work of your hands." 

The last verse of chapter 31 ends with the Moses speaking before the congregation of all of Israel, and before Eleazar the Priest, the Prophetic 
Words of the Song of Moses that tells the people of Israel what will become of them if they will not heed the Words of the Lord that make 
known the Promises of God.  Moses tells what the Lord makes known to Moses in a Prophesy, that which will happen to the people, even to the 
events of this very day that we are living in.  Before we look at Moses Words (We reviewed this last week), I want to remind you of the Prophetic 
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Words that the Lord gave through Glynda Lomax on the 31st of March, and that reveals what is about to occur in this very day.  The people of 
Israel, like us who are living at this very moment in the Appointed Time of the Night of the Day of the Lord, refused to heed the warning to seek 
out the knowledge of the Words of the Voice of God that contain all His Promises, and they have suffered greatly.  If we do not turn, repent, and 
begin to discern the knowledge of His Words, then we Gentiles are doomed to experience great Tribulations than the house of Israel, and it will 
be greater than the torture and the gas chambers of Hitler. The following very urgent and very important Prophetic Word from the Lord through 
Glynda Lomax was reviewed in the April 2, 2011 Bible Study Notes:

WE ARE ONE.  AMERICA HAS CHOSEN HER WAYS OVER MINE, SHE WILL NOW REAP THE CONSEQUENCES OF HER CHOICES." 
"MY CHILDREN, VERY DIFFICULT TIMES LIE JUST AHEAD FOR YOU WHO ARE CALLED BY MY NAME. Those who are not truly 
Mine will quickly defect when choices must be made that carry a high price. When it is no longer convenient for them to say they are 
Mine, they will no longer be. It is that simple." 
"WOE UNTO THOSE WHO CHOOSE THE WAY OF UNRIGHTEOUSNESS FOR THEY SHALL DWELL IN DARKNESS!" 
"For you who are My own, prepare your hearts to be steadfast in Me for that is the only way you shall endure what is just ahead for you all. I 
WILL GIVE YOU STRENGTH AND WISDOM FOR WHAT YOU MUST FACE." 
"Many of you in the last several years on earth have endured very trying times. This was My way of strengthening you and you shall 
soon see that  it was necessary to take you that way when you see what is ahead." 
"Pray. Pray often for those you love and pray for strength to endure what is coming to this nation for it will be like nothing you have 
seen before. America in its pride has wounded many other countries and now she herself will suffer many wounds." 
"DRAW NEAR TO ME. LET ME HIDE YOU UNDER MY WINGS FROM THE WORST OF WHAT IS TO COME. LET ME SING SONGS 
OF DELIVERANCE OVER YOU AS I PROTECT YOU WITH MY STRONG HAND FROM ALL I MUST DO TO JUDGE THIS SINFUL 
NATION." 

 
Now let us consider the Prophetic Words of Moses that should be ringing as alarm bells within our ears – that is if we even hear the Lord’s voice. 
 Deuteronomy 31:30 30Then Moses spoke in the hearing of all the assembly of Israel the words of this song until they were ended: 
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 Deuteronomy 32:1-47 1"Give ear, O heavens, and I will speak; and hear, O earth, the Words of my mouth.  2Let my teaching drop as the 
rain, my speech distill as the dew, as raindrops on the tender 
herb, and as showers on the grass. (Pay attention to this 
carefully and you are going to see that Moses is speaking to 
them the knowledge of these days when we have come that 
Appointed Time when His people will receive their inheritance 
after the wake up and turn.  It is the time of the New 
Heavens and the New Earth, and Moses is speaking 
Prophetically to the Heavens and the Earth for the blessing of 
His people in this very day that they will turn from their 
rebelliousness, will hear Him, will seek the knowledge of Truth 
– the knowledge of His Words, and they will come and receive 
their heritage.)  3For I proclaim the Name of the LORD: 
Ascribe greatness to our God.  4HE IS THE ROCK, HIS 
WORK IS PERFECT; FOR ALL HIS WAYS ARE JUSTICE, 
A GOD OF TRUTH AND WITHOUT INJUSTICE; 
RIGHTEOUS AND UPRIGHT IS HE.  5"THEY HAVE 
CORRUPTED THEMSELVES; THEY ARE NOT HIS 
CHILDREN, BECAUSE OF THEIR BLEMISH: A PERVERSE 
AND CROOKED GENERATION.  6DO YOU THUS DEAL 
WITH THE LORD, O FOOLISH AND UNWISE PEOPLE?  
Is He not your Father, who bought you?  Has He not made 
you and established you?  7"Remember the days of old, 
consider the years of many generations.  Ask your father, and 
he will show you; your elders, and they will tell you: 8When the 
Most High divided their inheritance to the nations, when 
He separated the sons of Adam, He set the boundaries of 
the peoples according to the number of the children of 
Israel. (If you consider this carefully it seems that he is 
revealing that the likeness of the Way of the destruction in 
the days of Noah is going to come again.)  9For the LORD's 
portion is His people; Jacob is the place of His inheritance.  
10"He found him in a desert land and in the wasteland, a 
howling wilderness; He encircled him, He instructed him, 
He kept him as the apple of His eye.  11As an eagle stirs up its nest, hovers over its young, spreading out its wings, taking them 
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up, carrying them on its wings, 12so the LORD alone led him, and there was no foreign god with him.  13"He made him ride in the 
heights of the earth, that he might eat the produce of the fields; He made him draw honey from the rock, and oil from the flinty 
rock; 14curds from the cattle, and milk of the flock, with fat of lambs; and rams of the breed of Bashan, and goats, with the 
choicest wheat; and you drank wine, the blood of the grapes.  15"But Jeshurun (The meaning of Jeshurun is “a people set apart to be 
righteous” – one could say they are called as an “elect.”) grew fat and kicked; you grew fat, you grew thick, you are obese!  Then he 
forsook God who made him, and scornfully esteemed the Rock of his salvation.  16They provoked Him to jealousy with foreign gods; with 
abominations they provoked Him to anger.  17They sacrificed to demons, not to God, to gods they did not know, to new gods, new 
arrivals that your fathers did not fear. (The people of this day are sacrificing to aliens and speaking of these things.  Also the One 
World Order has secretly used 100’s of trillions of illegally issued money to build complete underground cities, with schools, hospitals, and 
even large farm gardens.  They are worshipping a new god – the devil who hides themselves underground while they release poisonous 
plagues upon the people on the surface of the earth.  That is worshipping in a way that is not of God, for they are to take dominion of the 
things on the earth, not take dominion under the earth – Genesis 2:28.  The only reason to go into the earth is if you plan for doing evil, or 
if you are walking in opposition to the knowledge of God, in other words they do not believe God and they foolishly believe that their 
wisdom is higher than God.)  18Of the Rock who begot you, you are unmindful, and have forgotten the God who fathered you.  19"And when 
the LORD saw it, He spurned them, because of the provocation of His sons and His daughters.  20And He said: 'I will hide My face from 
them (This is what He said that He will do in the Night of His Day – John 9:4, Amos 8:11, and Proverbs 1:20-33), I will see what their 
end will be, for they are a perverse generation, children in whom is no faith. (Faith is only found in those who HEAR His Voice that 
calls out His Words and one can only show faith if you do what He says.)  21THEY HAVE PROVOKED ME TO JEALOUSY BY WHAT IS 
NOT GOD (This also means by what is not “the Word”, for in 1 John 5:7 the Father, the Word, and the Holy Spirit are One.  This is the 
same wording that He uses in Zephaniah 3:8-9..); THEY HAVE MOVED ME TO ANGER BY THEIR FOOLISH IDOLS. (This is their 
foolish riches of this world that serve as idols representing their positions of rank among the foolish.  Their private planes, their multiple 
Rolls Royce cars, their Mercedes, their huge mansions, thei4r ranches and vacation estates, their wealthy royalty lifestyles, and I am only 
speaking of the idols of the leading shepherds.  The rich of the worldly, such as the politicians, musicians, movie stars, athletes, bankers, 
lawyers, investment bankers, lawyers, plastic surgeons, etc., are nearly as bad, or maybe some are even worse.)  BUT I WILL PROVOKE 
THEM TO JEALOUSY BY THOSE WHO ARE NOT A NATION; I WILL MOVE THEM TO ANGER BY A FOOLISH NATION. (This is 
the 13 families and the One World Order – for the Lord says in the Bible that there are only two kingdoms, the Light and the darkness.  
In Zephaniah 3:8 He says that in this day He is gathering the world into His kingdoms of which there are only two.  So the nation that is 
foolish is the One World Order that serves satan.  As their evil deeds become exposed the people are going to be brought to anger.  
When people see their foolishness of angering God, then they will be angry with the 13 families and all those who follow them – Revelation 
18:1-23.)  22For a fire is kindled in My anger, and shall burn to the lowest Sheol (This means it will burn to even the lowest level of the 
leaders of the world who rebel against Him); it shall consume the earth with her increase, and set on fire the foundations of the 
mountains. (This is describing the Great Tribulation.) 23'I WILL HEAP DISASTERS ON THEM; I WILL SPEND MY ARROWS ON 
THEM.  24THEY SHALL BE WASTED WITH HUNGER, DEVOURED BY PESTILENCE AND BITTER DESTRUCTION; I WILL ALSO 
SEND AGAINST THEM THE TEETH OF BEASTS, WITH THE POISON OF SERPENTS OF THE DUST. (Compare these two verses – 
23 and 24 - with Hosea 4:3.  And you see that this is also a Prophetic Word for this time of the Great Tribulation.  The poison of the 
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serpents of the dust is not just snakes, but it is the poison of the plagues for the evil people of the earth are those who have the 
sentence of Death upon them, and thus these, like the 13 families and those agents of theirs who are creating these plagues, are of these 
whom Moses describes as being of the dust.  These verses are a second witness to Hosea 4:3, or Hosea 4:3 is a second witness to this 
Prophetic Word of Law given by Moses.  The plagues that are coming are terrible, and this is in agreement with the warning of the Lord in 
Revelation 18:3-4 to come out from following the Ways of the One World Order – the global harlot, or we shall receive of her sins and her 
plagues.)  25The sword shall destroy outside; there shall be terror within for the young man and virgin, the nursing child with the man of 
gray hairs.  26I would have said, "I will dash them in pieces, I will make the memory of them to cease from among men," 27Had I not feared 
the wrath of the enemy, lest their adversaries should misunderstand, lest they should say, "Our hand is high; and it is not the LORD who 
has done all this."'  28"For they are a nation void of counsel, nor is there any understanding in them.  29Oh, that they were wise, that they 
understood this, that they would consider their latter end!  30How could one chase a thousand, and two put ten thousand to flight, 
unless their Rock had sold them, and the LORD had surrendered them?  31For their rock is not like our Rock, even our enemies 
themselves being judges.  32For their vine is of the vine of Sodom and of the fields of Gomorrah; their grapes are grapes of gall, 
their clusters are bitter.  33Their wine is the poison of serpents, and the cruel venom of cobras.  34'Is this not laid up in store with Me, 
sealed up among My treasures?  35Vengeance is Mine, and recompense; their foot shall slip in due time; for the day of their calamity is at 
hand, and the things to come hasten upon them.'  36"FOR THE LORD WILL JUDGE HIS PEOPLE AND HAVE COMPASSION ON HIS 
SERVANTS, WHEN HE SEES THAT THEIR POWER IS GONE, AND THERE IS NO ONE REMAINING, BOND OR FREE.  37He will 
say: 'Where are their gods, the rock in which they sought refuge? (Their Lamp – their eye and the ability to see wisdom – will be put out in 
His Night, just as He warned in Hosea 6:5-6 and Matthew 25:1-13.) 38Who ate the fat of their sacrifices, and drank the wine of their 
drink offering?  Let them rise and help you, and be your refuge. (He warns in Zech. 10:3 that He will punish the goatherds, so there will be 
no one who can rise and help them.  That is why they cry out from ships on the sea in Rev. 18:1-4, for they are unable to assist and they 
cannot even help themselves for their lamp will also go out from His anger.)  39'NOW SEE THAT I, EVEN I, AM HE, AND THERE IS 
NO GOD BESIDES ME; I KILL AND I MAKE ALIVE; I WOUND AND I HEAL; NOR IS THERE ANY WHO CAN DELIVER FROM 
MY HAND. (The New Heavens and the New Earth is coming and then they will see that only He does these things.  All the laws of physics 
will change for now before they can use these laws they will have to have the authority that only comes from Him and that is given only to 
those with the Seal of the Word of Truth in accordance to their reward they have earned.  It is very important to humble the heart for 
the Judge is at the Door and His Reward is with Him to give according to our hearts and our ways.)  40FOR I RAISE MY HAND TO 
HEAVEN, AND SAY, "AS I LIVE FOREVER,(Pay attention to where He raised His hand!!!!  His hand has in it His Righteous Works.) 41if 
I whet My glittering sword, and My hand takes hold on judgment, I will render vengeance to My enemies, and repay those who 
hate Me.  42I will make My arrows drunk with blood, and My sword shall devour flesh, with the blood of the slain and the captives, 
from the heads of the leaders of the enemy."'  43"REJOICE, O GENTILES, WITH HIS PEOPLE; FOR HE WILL AVENGE THE 
BLOOD OF HIS SERVANTS, AND RENDER VENGEANCE TO HIS ADVERSARIES; HE WILL PROVIDE ATONEMENT FOR HIS 
LAND AND HIS PEOPLE."  44So Moses came with Joshua the son of Nun and spoke all the words of this song in the hearing of the people. 
(This is a song.  What is meant by that is that it is a Prophetic Promise of what is to come.)  45Moses finished speaking all these words to 
all Israel, 46AND HE SAID TO THEM: "SET YOUR HEARTS ON ALL THE WORDS WHICH I TESTIFY AMONG YOU TODAY, 
WHICH YOU SHALL COMMAND YOUR CHILDREN TO BE CAREFUL TO OBSERVE—ALL THE WORDS OF THIS LAW.  47FOR IT 
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IS NOT A FUTILE THING FOR YOU, BECAUSE IT IS YOUR LIFE (It is the Words of God that gives us Life – John 5:24, 6:63, and 
Ephesians 1:13-14, 5:25-27.  Moses was testifying and giving them the understanding of the Ways to seek to do the Ways of His Words so 
that they could enable the Promises of God that are within His Words.  It is the Promises of God’s Good Works that are given to man 
within His Words that is the Heritage of His people.  Even all those who are now in Paradise are learning His Words and thus they are 
learning the Ways of being doers of His Words.  Paul testifies of it in 2 Corinthians 12:1-4.  In the 1990’s there was a rather well-known 
TV evangelist who has made a lot of money selling books and tapes of the Lord taking him up to Paradise.  This evangelist proved to be 
rather unwise, for when he saw firsthand account of the Good Works of the Ways of the Words being done in Paradise, it never dawned 
on him that they were showing him the Way of God that is required of his shepherds on earth if they want to enter into Paradise at their 
death.  For example, he reports that he was thirsty for a cup of water, and that King David would not allow him to get up and get the cup 
of cold water, but rather King David informed him that up her in Paradise we do this for each other.  The cup of cold water is the symbol 
of being washed internally by the water of correction.  King David was giving him a cup of cold water and in so doing David was enabling the 
Father to pour out His Spirit of correction on the heart of this man so that he might come to the knowledge of His Words that would 
wash away His sins, per Ephesians 5:25-27.  But, this shepherd did not seek out the understanding of the Ways of His Words, and instead 
he has used this event to sell lots of books and make millions of dollars so that he could boast of building a huge mansion here on earth.  
Thus, when you reject to receive His Invitation to come and be zealous to receive of the knowledge of Truth, he has enabled satan to lead 
him deeply into the spirit of error and into the worship of the idols of this world.  The result is millions of people are being cased to 
stumble in the way, for the Good Works of God that were requested by King David are being wasted, and the Spirit of Grace is being 
trampled upon.  We can only pray that people like this will turn, repent, step down, humble themselves before the Lord, and then be filled 
with the Spirit of His Promise of Good that is freely given to those who walk hungry and humbly before Him.  Then, like Job, or even King 
Nebuchadnezzar, after he is corrected he could go forth and be used mightily by the Lord for the true work of His Kingdom.), AND BY 
THIS WORD YOU SHALL PROLONG YOUR DAYS IN THE LAND WHICH YOU CROSS OVER THE JORDAN TO POSSESS." 

The Lord tells us that if we want to prolong our days and possess His Kingdom, then we must be diligent to seek out the knowledge of His Words 
and to do all things in the Ways of His Words.  That is how we enable His Good Works that includes Good Health. 
 Deuteronomy 6:4-9 4"Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is one Lord!  5You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and all your soul, 

and with all your might.  6And these Words which I command you this day shall be upon your heart; 7AND YOU SHALL TEACH 
THEM DILIGENTLY TO YOUR CHILDREN, AND SHALL TALK OF THEM WHEN YOU SIT IN YOUR HOUSE, AND WHEN YOU 
WALK BY THE WAY, AND WHEN YOU LIE DOWN, AND WHEN YOU RISE.  8And you shall bind them as a sign upon your hand, 
and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes.  9AND YOU SHALL WRITE THEM ON THE DOOR POSTS OF YOUR HOUSE 
AND ON YOUR GATES." 

 Deuteronomy 11:18-21 “18Therefore you shall lay up these Words of Mine in your heart and in your soul, and bind them in your 
heart and in your soul, and bind them as a sign on your hand, and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes.  19You shall teach 
them to your children, speaking of them when you sit in your house, when you walk by the way, when you lie down, and when you 
rise up. (This is very CLEAR! Are we all blind to obey His instructions?). 20And YOU SHALL WRITE THEM ON THE DOORPOSTS OF 
YOUR HOUSE AND ON YOUR GATES, 21that your days and the days of your children may be multiplied in the land of which the 
Lord swore to your fathers to give them, LIKE THE DAYS OF THE HEAVENS ABOVE THE EARTH. 
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Since the Lord Reveals that We Do Not Comprehend the Scriptures, why do we think that we know what His “Power” and His “LOVE” is? 
We have come to the time of the Inheritance.  It is the Night of the Day of the Lord.  The 25th chapter of Matthew begins with the Parable of 
the Ten Virgins and then immediately the Lord reviews with them the warning of the Judgment of the Talents He has given to them and warns 
them that when He appears that He will judge them for what they have done with His Treasure.  His Treasure is His Words, and if the people 
have slept and nodded through the Evening of His Day, then they are in no ways ready for the next event of Matthew chapter 25, and that is the 
separation of the judgment in accordance of what the angesl have recorded and put into the book of Life in regard to their Works for His Words. 
 Matthew 25:1-13 1Then shall the Kingdom of Heaven be likened unto ten virgins, which took their lamps, and went forth to meet the 

bridegroom.  2Now five of them were wise, and five were foolish.  3Those who were foolish took their lamps, and received no oil in them:  
4But the wise received oil in their vessels of their lamps.   5While the bridegroom delayed, they all nodded and slept.  6And at midnight a 
cry occurred, “Behold, the bridegroom comes! Go forth to a meeting of Him”.  7Then all those virgins arose, and trimmed their 
lamps.  8And the foolish said unto the wise, “Give us of your oil; for our lamps have gone out.”  9But the wise answered, saying, 
“Lest there be not enough for us and for you: but rather you go to them that sell, and buy for yourselves.”  10And while they went to 
buy, the bridegroom came; and they that were ready went in with him to the marriage: and the door was shut.  11Afterward came 
also the other virgins, saying, “Lord, Lord, open to us.”  12But He answered and said, “Verily I say unto you, I know you not.”  
13Watch therefore, for you know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of man comes. 

 Matthew 25:14-30 14"For the kingdom of heaven is like a man traveling to a far country, who called his own servants and delivered his 
goods to them. 15And to one he gave five talents, to another two, and to another one, to each according to his own ability; and immediately 
he went on a journey. 16Then he who had received the five talents went and traded with them, and made another five talents.  17And 
likewise he who had received two gained two more also. 18But he who had received one went and dug in the ground, and hid his lord's 
money.  19After a long time the lord of those servants came and settled accounts with them.  20"So he who had received five talents came 
and brought five other talents, saying, 'Lord, you delivered to me five talents; look, I have gained five more talents besides them.'  21His 
lord said to him, 'Well done, good and faithful servant; you were faithful over a few things, I will make you ruler over many things. Enter 
into the joy of your lord.'  22He also who had received two talents came and said, 'Lord, you delivered to me two talents; look, I have 
gained two more talents besides them.'  23His lord said to him, 'Well done, good and faithful servant; you have been faithful over a few 
things, I will make you ruler over many things. Enter into the joy of your lord.'  24"Then he who had received the one talent came and said, 
'Lord, I knew you to be a hard man, reaping where you have not sown, and gathering where you have not scattered seed.  25And I was 
afraid, and went and hid your talent in the ground. Look, there you have what is yours.'  26"But his lord answered and said to him, 'You 
wicked and lazy servant, you knew that I reap where I have not sown, and gather where I have not scattered seed.  27So you ought to have 
deposited my money with the bankers, and at my coming I would have received back my own with interest.  28So take the talent from him, 
and give it to him who has ten talents.  29'For to everyone who has, more will be given, and he will have abundance; but from him who does 
not have, even what he has will be taken away.  30And cast the unprofitable servant into the outer darkness. There will be weeping and 
gnashing of teeth.’ 

 Matthew 25:31-34 31"WHEN THE SON OF MAN COMES IN HIS GLORY, and all the holy angels with Him THEN HE WILL SIT 
ON THE THRONE OF HIS GLORY.  (This verse is revealing to us that the Lord sits on the Throne of His Words that His people do for 
Him when they recognize Him as King who speaks Words of Power, and it is what gives Him Glory.  In Psalm 8:1 David tells us that the 
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Father’s Word is excellent in all the earth, and that He has set His Glory above the heavens.  In Matthew 25:31 Jesus is saying that when 
He comes He will sit on the throne of His Glory.   – His Name is the Word of God according to Revelation 19:13 –are.) 32All the nations will 
be gathered before Him, and He will separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from the goats. (If you go 
to Zephaniah 3:8-9 you will see that the Lord first does the separating and then He pours out His Fiery Anger and then the people are 
finally ready to hear His Words and be changed to speak His Pure Language and get rid of all their false doctrines so that they call on His 
Name with his one Yoke – with one shoulder.) 33And He will set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left. (This is the 
same as the Separation of the Nations and the same as the separating the Tares from the Wheat.  But, make sure that you understand 
that the separation of the Wheat includes the threshing out of the Lukewarm and the disobedient shepherds whom He is so angry with – 
Zechariah 10:1-4.)  34Then the King will say to those on His right hand, 'Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the Kingdom 
prepared for you from the foundation of the world: (That Kingdom is inside you as can be discerned by the wording of Isaiah 51:16 and 
Luke 17:20-21.)  35for I was hungry and you gave Me food; I was thirsty and you gave Me drink; I was a stranger and you took Me in; 36I 
was naked and you clothed Me; I was sick and you visited Me; I was in prison and you came to Me.'  37"Then the righteous will answer Him, 
saying, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry and feed You, or thirsty and give You drink?  38When did we see You a stranger and take You in, 
or naked and clothe You?  39Or when did we see You sick, or in prison, and come to You?'  40And the King will answer and say to them, 
'Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did it to one of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.'  41"Then He will also say to 
those on the left hand, 'Depart from Me, you cursed, into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels: 42for I was hungry 
and you gave Me no food; I was thirsty and you gave Me no drink; 43I was a stranger and you did not take Me in, naked and you did not 
clothe Me, sick and in prison and you did not visit Me.'  44"Then they also will answer Him, saying, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry or 
thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not minister to You?'  45Then He will answer them, saying, 'Assuredly, I say to 
you, inasmuch as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.'  46And these will go away into everlasting 
punishment, but the righteous into eternal life." 

The inheritance is by Light, but they have forgotten what it means to seek after the clarity of His Light, and thus they never found the source of 
His Power.  He warned them of this in Luke 21:34-36, but they do not believe their Lord.  Now comes the time of their punishment of the sins of 
complacency (The Great Tribulation) and then comes the darkness of Night and the punishment by His Plagues.  There will be gnashing of teeth. 
 Luke 21:34-36 34“But take heed to yourselves, lest your hearts be weighed down with dissipation, drunkenness, and cares of this 

life, and THAT DAY COME ON YOU UNEXPECTEDLY. 35FOR IT WILL COME AS A SNARE ON ALL THOSE WHO DWELL ON THE 
FACE OF THE WHOLE EARTH. 36WATCH THEREFORE, AND PRAY ALWAYS THAT YOU MAY BE COUNTED WORTHY TO ESCAPE 
ALL THESE THINGS THAT WILL COME TO PASS, AND TO STAND BEFORE THE SON OF MAN.” 

 Psalm 119:130 “The Entrance of His Words Gives Light, and Gives Understanding to the Simple.”  
 Ecclesiastes 8:4 4WHERE THE WORD OF A KING IS, THERE IS POWER; AND WHO MAY SAY TO HIM, "WHAT ARE YOU 

DOING?" (Consider John 18:37.) 
 Jeremiah 50:6 6"MY PEOPLE HAVE BEEN LOST SHEEP.  THEIR SHEPHERDS HAVE LED THEM ASTRAY; THEY HAVE TURNED 

THEM AWAY ON THE MOUNTAINS.  THEY HAVE GONE FROM MOUNTAIN TO HILL; (The shepherds have reduced the Power of 
the people to where they are lukewarm, being neither hot nor cold.  If they were on the mountains they would be living in the Power of the 
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Good News of His Promises that are given to us within His Words so that we are able to enable His Good Works for the gain of His 
Kingdom as we desire.)  THEY HAVE FORGOTTEN THEIR RESTING PLACE. 

 John 17:17-19 17“Sanctify them (This means “set them apart”) by your Truth.  Your Word is Truth. 18AS YOU SENT ME INTO THE 
WORLD, I ALSO HAVE SENT THEM INTO THE WORLD.  19And for their sakes I sanctify (Set apart) Myself, that they may also 
be sanctified (Set apart) by the Truth.” (We are to be set apart by following Him to speak and to do His Words as Jesus did.) 

 Leviticus 11:44 For I am the Lord your God.  You shall therefore consecrate yourselves, and you shall be Holy; for I am Holy. 
 1 Peter 1:16 “because it is 

written, “Be Holy, for I am 
Holy.” 

 Proverbs 6:2 YOU ARE SNARED 
BY THE WORDS OF YOUR 
MOUTH; you are taken by the 
words of your mouth.  (Do you 
speak His Speech, or do you speak 
your own Speech?) 

 John 12:48, 50 48“HE WHO 
REJECTS ME, AND DOES NOT 
RECEIVE MY WORDS HAS 
THAT WHICH JUDGES HIM – 
THE WORD THAT I HAVE 
SPOKEN WILL JUDGE HIM IN 
THE LAST DAY.”  50And I know 
that “His command is Everlasting 
Life”.  Therefore, whatever I 
speak, just as the Father has 
told Me, so I speak." 

 Proverbs 12:13-14 THE 
WICKED IS ENSNARED BY 
THE TRANSGRESSION OF 
LIPS, BUT THE RIGHTEOUS 
WILL COME THROUGH 
TROUBLE. A man will be 
satisfied with Good by the fruit 
of his mouth, and the 
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recompense of a man's hands will be rendered to him. 
 Revelation 18:1-4 1After these things I saw another angel coming down from heaven, HAVING GREAT AUTHORITY, AND THE 

EARTH WAS ILLUMINATED WITH HIS GLORY. (In the first Month of His Year of Recompense (Sept. 8th to Oct. 8th, 2010) when the 
Lord opened His windows to pour out His Former Rain and Latter Rain upon all who understand, it absolutely means that it is the time when 
His Light is illuminating the earth!  We can know this because it is the entrance of His Words that gives Light and gives understanding, 
per Psalm 119:130; and further, it is ) 2And he cried mightily with a loud voice, saying, "Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and has 
become a dwelling place of demons, a prison for every foul spirit, and a cage for every unclean and hated bird!  3For ALL THE 
NATIONS have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication, the kings of the earth HAVE COMMITTED fornication with her, 
and the merchants of the earth have become rich through the abundance of her luxury.  4And I heard another voice from heaven 
saying, “COME OUT OF HER, MY PEOPLE, LEST YOU SHARE IN HER SINS, AND LEST YOU RECEIVE OF HER PLAGUES.” 

The Great Seal of Authority comes from the Lord and it is the right for us to call upon His Word of Truth that is given to all those who hear and 
believe.  All those who rightly divide His Word of Truth that is set apart from earthly words. 
 Ephesians 1:13-14 13In Him you also trusted, AFTER YOU HEARD the Word of Truth, the Good News of your salvation; IN 

WHOM ALSO, HAVING BELIEVED, (Please take notice that it takes two things, just like He said in John 5:24.  You have to hear His 
Words and discern them, and then you have to believe on the Promises of the Father’s Good Works that are enabled by doing the Ways of 
His Words.  This is what will give us the authority that will enable Him to deliver us from the Harlot and the Beast – the 13 families and 
their New World Government that is intending to kill most and then make bonded slaves –serfs – of the rest of us to serve their Great 
Merchants – their so-called Aristocracy,) you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of PROMISE, (Each and all of His Words are filled with 
a Promise of God and the fullness of the Spirit of God,) 14who is the GUARANTEE of our inheritance until the redemption of the 
purchased possession, to the praise of His Glory.  

 Matthew 21:43-44 43“Therefore I say to you, the Kingdom of God will be taken from you and given to a nation bearing the fruits of 
it.  44AND WHOEVER FALLS ON THIS STONE, WILL BE BROKEN; BUT ON WHOMEVER IT FALLS, IT WILL GRIND HIM TO 
POWDER.”  (Take notice that there is no kingdom or army of Satan’s that can overcome the ones with a clean heart who has received His 
Words and that He gives the Kingdom of God to.  The Kingdom of God will grind to powder everyone who comes up against it in these days.  
The Lord said in September that He was rising up to crush Satan.  The Victory has already been determined.  The Fall of Babylon – the 
New World Government is certain and sure.  The 13 families are the harlot of Revelation 18:1-11 and they think that they are absolutely 
assured of successfully bringing forth their New World Government but the Lord has already said that their defeat is sure.) 

 Genesis 9:14-15 14IT SHALL BE, WHEN I BRING A CLOUD OVER THE EARTH, THAT THE RAINBOW SHALL BE SEEN IN THE 
CLOUD; 15AND I WILL REMEMBER MY COVENANT WHICH IS BETWEEN ME AND YOU AND EVERY LIVING CREATURE OF ALL 
FLESH; THE WATERS SHALL NEVER AGAIN BECOME A FLOOD TO DESTROY ALL FLESH. (I have included this text in this 
section so that you remember that you are going to definitely need the Power of God, for the Bible makes known and the Lord has made 
known by Prophetic Words and Visions that a flood is coming upon the earth by those who have listened to the mouth of Satan, and we will 
need to call on His Name to open up the earth and swallow this flood.  We will need to know of Ways to enable the Power of God to 
overcome Satan and His servants.) 
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 Mark 8:38 “For whoever is ashamed of Me and My Words in this adulterous and sinful generation, of him the Son of Man also will 
be ashamed when He comes in the glory of His Father with the Holy angels (His Holy Angels are those who keep His Holy Words).” 

 John 5:24 “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who hears My Word and believes in Him who sent Me has everlasting life, and shall not 
come into judgment, but has passed from death into everlasting life.”   

 James 5:19-20 19Brethren, if anyone among you wanders from the Truth, and someone turns him back, 20let him know that he who 
turns a sinner from the error of his way will save a soul from death and cover a multitude of sins. 

 2 Thessalonians 1:7-10 7and to give you who are troubled rest with us when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His 
mighty angels, 8in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know God, and on those who do not obey the Good News of 
our Lord Jesus Christ.  9THESE SHALL BE PUNISHED WITH EVERLASTING DESTRUCTION FROM THE PRESENCE OF THE LORD 
AND FROM THE GLORY OF HIS POWER, 10when He comes, in that Day, to be glorified in His saints and to be admired among all 
those who believe, because our testimony among you was believed. 

 Deuteronomy 18:18-19 18“I will raise up for them a Prophet (The Lord) like you from among their brethren, and will put My Words in 
His mouth, and He shall speak to them all that I command Him.  19And it shall be that whoever will not hear My Words, which He 
speaks in My name, I WILL REQUIRE IT OF HIM.” (Did you hear that?). 

Let us review the great message of the Inheritance of the Kingdom of God that is hidden in the Book of Ephesians and in Hebrews. 
 Ephesians 1:1-2 1Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, To the saints who are in Ephesus, and faithful in Christ Jesus:  

2Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 
 Ephesians 1:3-14 3Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the 

heavenly places in Christ, 4just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before 
Him in love, 5having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will, 6to the 
praise of the glory of His grace, by which He made us accepted in the Beloved.  7In Him we have redemption through His blood, the 
forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace 8which He made to abound toward us in all wisdom and prudence, 9having made 
known to us the mystery of His will, according to His good pleasure which He purposed in Himself, 10that in the dispensation of the 
fullness of the times He might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven and which are on earth—in Him.  11In 
Him also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestined according to the purpose of Him who works all things according to the counsel 
of His will, 12that we who first trusted in Christ should be to the praise of His glory.  13In Him you also trusted, after you heard the Word 
of Truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, 14who is the 
guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory. 

Paul’s teaching of prayer for Spiritual Wisdom 
 Ephesians 1:15-23 15Therefore I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love for all the saints, 16do not cease to 

give thanks for you, making mention of you in my prayers: 17that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you 
the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him, 18the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what 
is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, 19and what is the exceeding greatness of His 
power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power 20which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the 
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dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, 21far above all principality and power and might and dominion, and every 
name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to come.  22And He put all things under His feet, and gave Him to be head 
over all things to the church, 23which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all. 

Hebrews 4 
The Promise of Rest – the authority to speak His Words so as to enable the Good Works of God.  It is the only authorized work that can be done 
in the Night of His Day.  Be Sure to Enter the Promised Rest 
 Hebrews 4:1-10 1Therefore, since a promise remains of entering His rest, let us fear lest any of you seem to have come short of it.  2For 

indeed the Good News was preached to us as well as to them; but the Word which they heard did not profit them, not being mixed with 
faith in those who heard it. 3For we who have believed do enter that rest, as He has said: "So I swore in My wrath, 'they shall not enter 
My rest,' " ALTHOUGH THE WORKS WERE FINISHED FROM THE FOUNDATION OF THE WORLD. (I keep waiting for people to get 
a clue that the Lord is telling them that in His Words there are Promises of God of Good Works that were created from the foundations 
of the world and that were placed by God’s Authority into certain Words that are set apart and called as “Words of God”, or you can say 
“Holy Words of God” or “Words of His Great Promises”.  That is what makes these Words Holy, and that is why they are set apart as Holy 
– separated from the words of earthly man’s languages, for when these Words are spoken with the understanding of these Great Promises 
that God has given into them, they are no longer communicating in an earthly speech, they are communicated in a “Pure Speech” – a Pure 
Language.)  4For He has spoken in a certain place of the seventh day in this way: "And God rested on the seventh day from all His works"; 
5and again in this place: "They shall not enter My rest."  6Since therefore it remains that some must enter it, and those to whom it was 
first preached did not enter because of disobedience, 7again He designates a certain day, saying in David, "Today," after such a long time, 
as it has been said:  "Today, if you will hear His voice, do not harden your hearts."  8For if Joshua had given them rest, then He would not 
afterward have spoken of another day.  9There remains therefore a rest for the people of God.  10For he who has entered His rest has 
himself also ceased from his works as God did from His. 

The Word Discovers Our Condition of our hearts, and it has already uncovered the condition of the world to be exactly as the Lord said it would 
be in Luke 21:34-36, and Jeremiah 23, and 50:6. 
 Hebrews 4:11-13 11LET US THEREFORE BE DILIGENT TO ENTER THAT REST, LEST ANYONE FALL ACCORDING TO THE 

SAME EXAMPLE OF DISOBEDIENCE. 12FOR THE WORD OF GOD IS LIVING AND POWERFUL, AND SHARPER THAN ANY TWO-
EDGED SWORD, PIERCING EVEN TO THE DIVISION OF SOUL AND SPIRIT, AND OF JOINTS AND MARROW, AND IS A 
DISCERNER OF THE THOUGHTS AND INTENTS OF THE HEART. (Please understand that this is saying that His Words are 
supernatural.  What He is saying is that the Promises of the Good Works that the Father placed in His Words, were placed in His Words 
from the beginning of putting in place the foundations of the world.  Thus, if we speak or do the Way of His Words with authority from 
the Lord to do so, and we speak His Words within the known Will of God for purposes that are given to us by Him, then the Father does 
not have to issue a new command/order for that Good Work to be done for us, for that Command of God – that Covenant Promise – has 
already been spoken by God when He put forth the foundations of the world.  Thus, when Jesus spoke forth the Creation it just came into 
being instantly, for the entire creation was built upon Words that God had created and given as Covenant Promises before the Lord spoke 
in Genesis 1.  That is why the letters Aleph and Tau in the first verse of the Bible – letters that are left out of nearly every Bible – are so 
important.  Therefore, as an example, when Jesus took the 5 loaves and two fish and looked up to Heaven and then blessed these items He 
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was enabling Promises of God that already existed from before the foundations of the world – He did not need to ask the Father for a 
new work, He only enabled the Good Work of the Father that was already recorded by His Words given to the purposes of the Heavens 
planned out by the Father from before the Heavens were planted – as is revealed in Isaiah 51:16.  Because of God’s Covenant Promises in 
His Words that were created before the foundations of the world, Jesus knew the food would be multiplied the same way Elisha knew this 
as is recorded in 2 Kings 4:43.) 13AND THERE IS NO CREATURE HIDDEN FROM HIS SIGHT, BUT ALL THINGS ARE NAKED AND 
OPEN TO THE EYES OF HIM TO WHOM WE MUST GIVE ACCOUNT. 

 John 15:7 “IF YOU ABIDE IN ME, AND MY WORDS ABIDE IN YOU, YOU WILL ASK WHAT YOU DESIRE, AND IT SHALL BE 
DONE FOR YOU.”  (To “abide in his Words” effectively means to be a doer of His Words. That enables Him to “do”). 

 1 John 5:14-15 14Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that IF WE ASK ANYTHING ACCORDING TO HIS WILL, HE 
HEARS US.  15AND IF WE KNOW THAT HE HEARS US, WHATEVER WE ASK, WE KNOW THAT WE HAVE THE PETITIONS 
THAT WE HAVE ASKED OF HIM. 

 Hebrews 8:6 But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, inasmuch as HE IS ALSO MEDIATOR OF A BETTER COVENANT, 
WHICH WAS ESTABLISHED ON BETTER PROMISES.   

 
Our Compassionate High Priest 
 Hebrews 4:14-16 14Seeing then that we have a great High Priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold 

fast our confession.  15For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we 
are, yet without sin. 16Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of 
need.  (Grace can be described as having received from the Lord authority to speak – to communicate by voice or by actions – His Words 
and enable these Great Promises to be done for us as we desire them to be – as it so reveals in John 15:7 and in 1 John 5:14-15.) 

 
Let us now consider Ephesians chapters 4 and 5 that talks about love and how the bride of Christ must wake up and take the scales off their eyes, 
so that they can begin to walk as the Saints and brides of Christ, being not only hearers but doers of His Words. 

Walk in Unity.  One Church, Many Parts 
 Ephesians 4:1-6 1I, therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you to walk worthy of the calling with which you were called, 2with all 

lowliness and gentleness, with longsuffering, bearing with one another in love, 3endeavoring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of 
peace.  4There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called in one hope of your calling; 5one Lord, one faith, one baptism; 6one God 
and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. 

 
Spiritual Gifts 
 Ephesians 4:7-16 7But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christ's gift. 8Therefore He says: "When He 

ascended on high, He led captivity captive, and gave gifts to men."  9(Now this, "He ascended"—what does it mean but that He also first 
descended into the lower parts of the earth? 10He who descended is also the One who ascended far above all the heavens, that He might 
fill all things.)  11And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, 12for the 
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equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ, 13till we all come to the unity of the faith and of 
the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ; 14that we should no longer be 
children, tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful 
plotting, 15but, speaking the truth in love, may grow up in all things into Him who is the head—Christ— 16from whom the whole body, joined 
and knit together by what every joint supplies, according to the effective working by which every part does its share, causes growth of 
the body for the edifying of itself in love. 

 
The New Man 
 Ephesians 4:17-23 17This I say, therefore, and testify in the Lord, that you should no longer walk as the rest of the Gentiles walk, in the 

futility of their mind, 18having their understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God, because of the ignorance that is in 
them, because of the blindness of their heart; 19who, being past feeling, have given themselves over to lewdness, to work all uncleanness 
with greediness.  20But you have not so learned Christ, 21if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught by Him, as the truth is in 
Jesus: 22that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23and be 
renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and 
holiness. 

 
Do Not Grieve the Spirit 
 Ephesians 4:25-32 25Therefore, putting away lying, "Let each one of you speak truth with his neighbor," for we are members of one 

another. 26"Be angry, and do not sin": do not let the sun go down on your wrath, 27nor give place to the devil.  28Let him who stole steal no 
longer, but rather let him labor, working with his hands what is good, that he may have something to give him who has need.  29Let no 
corrupt word proceed out of your mouth, but what is good for necessary edification, that it may impart grace to the hearers.  30And do 
not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption.  31Let all bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor, and evil 
speaking be put away from you, with all malice.  32And be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God in Christ 
forgave you. 

 

Ephesians 5 

Walk in Love – Do His Good Work s by communicating to Him in the Pure Language of His Words.  Walk in Love, Light, and Wisdom 
 John 14:23-24 23“Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My Word; and the Father will love him, and We will 

come to him and make Our home with him.  24HE WHO DOES NOT LOVE ME DOES NOT KEEP MY WORDS; and the Word which you 
hear is not Mine but the Fathers who sent Me.”

11And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works 
of darkness, but rather expose them.  12For it is shameful even to speak of those things which are done by them in secret.  13But all things 
that are exposed are made manifest by the light, for whatever makes manifest is light.  14Therefore He says: "AWAKE, YOU WHO 
SLEEP, ARISE FROM THE DEAD, AND CHRIST WILL GIVE YOU LIGHT." 

 
Walk in Wisdom 
 Ephesians 5:15-21 15See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools but as wise, 16redeeming the time, because the days are evil.  

17Therefore do not be unwise, but understand what the will of the Lord is.  18And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be 
filled with the Spirit, 19speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the 
Lord, 20giving thanks always for all things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, 21SUBMITTING TO ONE ANOTHER 
IN THE FEAR OF GOD. 

 
Marriage—Christ and the Church (cf. Col. 3:18, 19 ) 
 Ephesians 5:22-33 22Wives, submit to your own husbands, as to the Lord. 23For the husband is head of the wife, as also Christ is head of 

the church; and He is the Savior of the body.  24Therefore, just as the church is subject to Christ, so let the wives be to their own 
husbands in everything.  25Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 26that He might 
sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, 27that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot 
or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish.

Animal Sacrifices Insufficient 
Justified by Faith in Christ's Sacrifice 
 Hebrews 10:1-4 1For the law, having a shadow of the good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with these 

same sacrifices, which they offer continually year by year, make those who approach perfect.  2For then would they not have ceased to be 
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offered? For the worshipers, once purified, would have had no more consciousness of sins.  3But in those sacrifices there is a reminder of 
sins every year.  4For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and goats could take away sins. 

 
Christ's Death Fulfills God's Will (cf. Ps. 40:6–8 ) 
 Hebrews 10:5-10 5Therefore, when He came into the world, He said: "Sacrifice and offering You did not desire, but a body You have 

prepared for Me.  6In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin you had no pleasure.  7Then I said, 'Behold, I have come—in the volume of the 
book it is written of Me—to do Your will, O God.' "  8Previously saying, "Sacrifice and offering, burnt offerings, and offerings for sin You 
did not desire, nor had pleasure in them" (which are offered according to the law), 9then He said, "Behold, I have come to do Your will, O 
God." He takes away the first that He may establish the second.  10By that will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body 
of Jesus Christ once for all. 

 
Christ's Death Perfects the Sanctified 
 Hebrews 10:11-18 11And every priest stands ministering daily and offering repeatedly the same sacrifices, which can never take away 

sins.  12But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God, 13from that time waiting till 
His enemies are made His footstool.  14For by one offering He has perfected forever those who are being sanctified.  15But the Holy 
Spirit also witnesses to us; for after He had said before, 16"this is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, says the 
LORD: I will put My laws into their hearts, and in their minds I will write them," 17then He adds, "Their sins and their lawless deeds I will 
remember no more." 18Now where there is remission of these, there is no longer an offering for sin. 

 
Hold Fast Your Confession 
 Hebrews 10:19-25 19Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, 20by a new and living way which He 

consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, 21and having a High Priest over the house of God, 22let us draw near with a true 
heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.  23Let us hold 
fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful.  24And let us consider one another in order to stir up 
love and good works, 25not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so 
much the more as you see the Day approaching. 

 
The Just Live by Faith 
 Hebrews 10:26-39 26For if we sin willfully after we have received the knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for 

sins, 27but a certain fearful expectation of judgment, and fiery indignation which will devour the adversaries.  28Anyone who has rejected 
Moses' law dies without mercy on the testimony of two or three witnesses.  29Of how much worse punishment, do you suppose, will he be 
thought worthy who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common 
thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace? 30For we know Him who said, "Vengeance is Mine, I will repay," says the Lord. And again, "The 
LORD will judge His people."  31It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.  32But recall the former days in which, after 
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you were illuminated, you endured a great struggle with sufferings: 33partly while you were made a spectacle both by reproaches and 
tribulations, and partly while you became companions of those who were so treated; 34for you had compassion on me in my chains, and 
joyfully accepted the plundering of your goods, knowing that you have a better and an enduring possession for yourselves in heaven.

Christ Crucified 
Christ Crucified; Spiritual Wisdom 
 1 Corinthians 2:1-5 1And I, brethren, when I came to you, did not come with excellence of speech or of wisdom declaring to you the 

testimony of God.  2For I determined not to know anything among you except Jesus Christ and Him crucified.  3I was with you in weakness, 
in fear, and in much trembling.  4And my speech and my preaching were not with persuasive words of human wisdom, but in 
demonstration of the Spirit and of power, (Paul is not speaking of signs and wonders, but in the Power of God that is made known in the 
knowledge of His Words that have in them the Promises of God’s Good Works that were prepared for us from before the foundations of 
the world were spoken forth.) 5that your faith should not be in the wisdom of men but in the power of God. 

 
Spiritual Wisdom 
 1 Corinthians 2:6-16  6However, we speak wisdom among those who are mature, yet not the wisdom of this age, nor of the rulers of this 

age, who are coming to nothing. 7BUT WE SPEAK THE WISDOM OF GOD IN A MYSTERY, THE HIDDEN WISDOM WHICH GOD 
ORDAINED BEFORE THE AGES FOR OUR GLORY, 8which none of the rulers of this age knew; for had they known, they would not have 
crucified the Lord of glory.  9But as it is written: "Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor have entered into the heart of man the things 
which God has prepared for those who love Him."  10But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, 
yes, the deep things of God.  11For what man knows the things of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even so no one knows 
the things of God except the Spirit of God.  12Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we 
might know the things that have been freely given to us by God.  13These things we also speak, not in words which man's wisdom teaches 
but which the Holy Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual.  14But the natural man does not receive the things of the 
Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.  15But he who is spiritual 
judges all things, yet he himself is rightly judged by no one. 16For "who has known the mind of the LORD that he may instruct Him?"  BUT 
WE HAVE THE MIND OF CHRIST. 
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By knowing the Power of God there are men of great Testimony in the Scriptures that reveal the Ways of His Promises. 
In the 11th chapter of Hebrews Paul recounts the testimony of the great Faith of the patriarchs and others that showed forth that it was of God.  
In the last verse of Hebrews 11:40 Paul reveals that all these men suffered is contingent upon our success at overcoming the world.  Considering 
what is about to happen, it is time that we wake up to our God-given calling and our God-Appointed responsibility to overcome satan and his beast 
kingdom for the sake of all who have ever lived.  Consider that if we do not succeed, then all that was done for 6,000 years is lost.  If the devil 
can successfully continue to deceive, to fool, and to utilize the 13 families, the Great Merchants, and the leaders of all the nations, to continue to 
desire in their pride and rebellion to go forth and successfully bring forth their evil One World Order that is without the Lord Jesus Christ, then 
they will have broken the Covenant of God that is given to us in Jeremiah 33:19-26.  That would mean that none of those in Paradise could be 
resurrected and obtain Eternal Life on earth, for the Promises of God would have been defeated by satan through mankind.  Thus, if you love 
those who are in Heaven today, it is wise for you to rise up and seek the knowledge of Truth so that you and they can obtain Eternal Life.  
Consider that this is the very reason that the elders weep in Revelation 5 until the Lamb of God comes forth and takes the Seal.  To receive the 
Seal of God we have to become cleansed by God’s Words.  Are we clean when we follow after these who serve satan’s plan for destruction of all 
Light of God?  The answer is obviously “no”. 
 Hebrews 11:39-40 39AND ALL THESE, HAVING OBTAINED A GOOD TESTIMONY THROUGH FAITH, DID NOT RECEIVE THE 

PROMISE, 40GOD HAVING PROVIDED SOMETHING BETTER FOR US, THAT THEY SHOULD NOT BE MADE PERFECT APART 
FROM US. 

 Jeremiah 33:19-26 19And the Word of the LORD came to Jeremiah, saying, 20"Thus says the LORD: 'If you can break My covenant 
with the day and My covenant with the night, so that there will not be day and night in their season, 21then My covenant may also 
be broken with David My servant, so that he shall not have a son to reign on his throne, and with the Levites, the priests, My 
ministers.  22As the host of heaven cannot be numbered, nor the sand of the sea measured, so will I multiply the descendants of David My 
servant and the Levites who minister to Me.'"  23Moreover the Word of the LORD came to Jeremiah, saying, 24"Have you not considered 
what these people have spoken, saying, 'The two families which the LORD has chosen, He has also cast them off“? Thus they have 
despised My people, as if they should no more be a nation before them.

SEVEN SEALS. 2Then I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, "Who is worthy to open the scroll and to loose its seals?"  3And 
no one in heaven or on the earth or under the earth was able to open the scroll, or to look at it.  4SO I WEPT MUCH, BECAUSE 
NO ONE WAS FOUND WORTHY TO OPEN AND READ THE SCROLL, OR TO LOOK AT IT.  5But one of the elders said to me,

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The Faith of the Patriarchs (Gen. 22:1–14; 48:8–16; 50:22–25 ) 
 Hebrews 11:17-22 17By faith Abraham (This name means “father of a great multitude”.  Do you know the meaning of “great” in the 

Kingdom of God.  It is those who do the Ways of His Words that gives Glory to God and that those Good Works enabled give testimony of 
His Promises.), when he was tested, offered up Isaac (This name means “laughter”), and he who had received the promises offered up his 
only begotten son, 18of whom it was said, "In Isaac your seed shall be called," 19concluding that God was able to raise him up, even from 
the dead, from which he also received him in a figurative sense.  20By faith Isaac blessed Jacob (This name means “that supplants, 
undermines; the heel”) and Esau (This name means “red, he that acts or finishes”) concerning things to come.  21By faith Jacob , when he 
was dying, blessed each of the sons of Joseph (This name means “increase; addition”), and worshiped, leaning on the top of his staff.  
22By faith Joseph , when he was dying, made mention of the departure of the children of Israel (This name means “”), and gave 
instructions concerning his bones. 

 
The Faith of Moses (Ex. 2:1–10; 12:31–51 ) 
 Hebrews 11:23-29 23By faith Moses (This name means “taken out; drawn forth”), when he was born, was hidden three months by his 

parents, because they saw he was a beautiful child; and they were not afraid of the king's command.  24By faith Moses, when he became of 
age, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter, 25choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God than to enjoy the 
passing pleasures of sin, 26esteeming the reproach of Christ (This name means “The Anointed and Authorized Messenger of the Words of 
God”) greater riches than the treasures in Egypt (This name means “”); for he looked to the reward.  27By faith he forsook Egypt, not 
fearing the wrath of the king; for he endured as seeing Him who is invisible.  28By faith he kept the Passover and the sprinkling of blood, 
lest he who destroyed the firstborn should touch them.  29By faith they passed through the Red Sea as by dry land, whereas the 
Egyptians, attempting to do so, were drowned. 

 
By Faith They Overcame 
 Hebrews 11:30-40 30By faith the walls of Jericho (This name means “his moon; his month; his sweet smell”) FELL DOWN AFTER THEY 

WERE ENCIRCLED FOR SEVEN DAYS.  31By faith the harlot Rahab (This name means “large; extended (name of a woman)”) did not 
perish with those who did not believe, when she had received the spies with peace.  32And what more shall I say? For the time would fail 
me to tell of Gideon (This name means “he that bruises or breaks; a destroyer”) and Barak (This name means “thunder, or in vain”) and 
Samson (This name means “his sun; his service; there the second time”) and Jephthah (This name means “he will open”.  He was a Judge 
who defended Israel from the Ammonites.), also of David (This name means “well-beloved, dear”) and Samuel (This name means “heard of 
God; asked of God”) and the prophets (Take notice that Paul places David as head of the Prophets even though he followed after Samuel): 
33who through faith subdued kingdoms, worked righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions, 34quenched the 
violence of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of weakness were made strong, became valiant in battle, turned to flight the 
armies of the aliens.  35WOMEN RECEIVED THEIR DEAD RAISED TO LIFE AGAIN.  Others were tortured, not accepting 
deliverance, that they might obtain a better resurrection.  36Still others had trial of mockings and scourgings, yes, and of chains 
and imprisonment.  37They were stoned, they were sawn in two, were tempted, were slain with the sword. They wandered about in 
sheepskins and goatskins, being destitute, afflicted, tormented— 38of whom the world was not worthy. They wandered in deserts 
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and mountains, in dens and caves of the earth.  39AND ALL THESE, HAVING OBTAINED A GOOD TESTIMONY THROUGH 
FAITH, DID NOT RECEIVE THE PROMISE, 40GOD HAVING PROVIDED SOMETHING BETTER FOR US, THAT THEY SHOULD 
NOT BE MADE PERFECT APART FROM US. 

 
 
Let us now consider Judges chapter 10 and 11.   
Tola 
Israel Humiliated 
 Judges 10:1-2 1After Abimelech there arose to save Israel Tola the son of Puah, the son of Dodo, a man of Issachar; and he dwelt in 

Shamir in the mountains of Ephraim.  2He judged Israel twenty-three years; and he died and was buried in Shamir. 
Jair 
 Judges 10:3-5 3After him arose Jair, a Gileadite; and he judged Israel twenty-two years.  4Now he had thirty sons who rode on thirty 

donkeys; they also had thirty towns, which are called "Havoth Jair" to this day, which are in the land of Gilead.  5And Jair died and was 
buried in Camon. 

Israel Oppressed Again 
 Judges 10:6-18 6Then the children of Israel again did evil in the sight of the LORD, and served the Baals and the Ashtoreths, the gods 

of Syria, the gods of Sidon, the gods of Moab, the gods of the people of Ammon, and the gods of the Philistines; and they forsook the 
LORD and did not serve Him. 7So the anger of the LORD was hot against Israel; and He sold them into the hands of the Philistines and 
into the hands of the people of Ammon.  8From that year they harassed and oppressed the children of Israel for eighteen years—all the 
children of Israel who were on the other side of the Jordan in the land of the Amorites, in Gilead.  9Moreover the people of Ammon 
crossed over the Jordan to fight against Judah also, against Benjamin, and against the house of Ephraim, so that Israel was severely 
distressed.  10And the children of Israel cried out to the LORD, saying, "We have sinned against You, because we have both forsaken our 
God and served the Baals!"  11So the LORD said to the children of Israel, "Did I not deliver you from the Egyptians and from the Amorites 
and from the people of Ammon and from the Philistines? 12Also the Sidonians and Amalekites and Maonites oppressed you; and you cried 
out to Me, and I delivered you from their hand.  13Yet you have forsaken Me and served other gods. Therefore I will deliver you no more.  
14Go and cry out to the gods which you have chosen; let them deliver you in your time of distress."  15And the children of Israel said to the 
LORD, "We have sinned! Do to us whatever seems best to You; only deliver us this day, we pray."  16So they put away the foreign gods 
from among them and served the LORD. And His soul could no longer endure the misery of Israel.  17Then the people of Ammon gathered 
together and encamped in Gilead. And the children of Israel assembled together and encamped in Mizpah.  18And the people, the leaders 
of Gilead, said to one another, "Who is the man who will begin the fight against the people of Ammon? He shall be head over all the 
inhabitants of Gilead." 

The following is the explanation of Gilead from Easton’s Bible Dictionary: 
Gilead: hill of testimony, (Genesis 31:21), a mountainous region east of Jordan. From its mountainous character it is called "the mount of 
Gilead" (Genesis 31:25). It is called also "the land of Gilead" (Numbers 32:1), and sometimes simply "Gilead" (Psalm 60:7; Genesis 37:25). 
It comprised the possessions of the tribes of Gad and Reuben and the south part of Manasseh (Deuteronomy 3:13; Numbers 32:40). It 
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was bounded on the north by Bashan, and on the south by Moab and Ammon (Genesis 31:21; Deuteronomy 3:12-17). "Half Gilead" was 
possessed by Sihon, and the other half, separated from it by the river Jabbok, by Og, king of Bashan. The deep ravine of the river 
Hieromax (the modern Sheriat el-Mandhur) separated Bashan from Gilead, which was about Deuteronomy 60 miles in length and 20 in 
breadth, extending from near the south end of the Lake of Gennesaret to the north end of the Dead Sea. Abarim, Pisgah, Nebo, and Peor 
are its mountains mentioned in Scripture. 

The following is Smith’s Bible dictionary for “Gilead”.  It means rocky region. 
1. A mountainous region bounded on the west by the Jordan, on the north by Bashan, on the east by the Arabian plateau, and on the south by 

Moab and Ammon. (Genesis 31:21; 3:12-17) It is sometimes called "Mount Gilead," (Genesis 31:25) sometimes "the land of Gilead," 
(Numbers 32:1) and sometimes simply "Gilead." (Psalms 60:7; Genesis 37:25) The name Gilead, as is usual in Palestine, describes the 
physical aspect of the country: it signifies "a hard rocky region." The mountains of Gilead, including Pisgah, Abarim and Peor, have a real 
elevation of from 2000 to 3000 feet; but their apparent elevation on the western side is much greater, owing to the depression of the 
Jordan valley, which averages about 3000 feet. Their outline is singularly uniform, resembling a massive wall running along the horizon. 
Gilead was specially noted for its balm collected from "balm of Gilead" trees, and worth twice its weight in silver. 

2. Possibly the name of a mountain west of the Jordan, near Jezreel. (Judges 7:3) We are inclined, however, to think that the true reading in 
this place should be GILBOA. 

3. Son of Machir, grandson of Manasseh. (Numbers 26:29,30) 
4. The father of Jephthah. (Judges 11:1,2) 

The following is an explanation of “Gilead” from answers.com.  You can see that Gilead is from the tribe of Manasseh, and that Gilead was the 
grandson of Manasseh. 

1. The central part of the territory east of the Jordan, which consisted of three regions: the plain, Gilead and Bashan (Deut 3:10). Gilead 
extends from the Sea of Galilee in the north to the Dead Sea in the south. The name probably derives from Galeed "heap of testimony" 
(Gen 31:47). After the Israelite conquest it was divided between the tribes of Reuben and Gad and half of the tribe of Manasseh (Deut 
3:12-13). The name Gilead is sometimes applied to certain portions of this region (cf Deut 3:15-16; I Kgs 4:19), which was rich in pasture 
and was therefore a place for cattle-raising (Num 32:1, etc.). It was also famous for its balm (Jer 8:22). 
Archeological surveys have shown that the area was settled as early as the 24th-23rd centuries B.C. After a long period of abandonment 
it was resettled in the 13th century B.C. at the time when the kingdoms of Edom and Moab were founded in its southern part. Most of 
Gilead, however, was occupied by the kings of the Amorites and later conquered by the Israelite tribes (Num 32: 1 ff, etc). Jephtath the 
Gileadite fought Ammon in Gilead (Judge chap. 11). Later Saul defeated the Ammonites who attempted to take Jabesh Gilead (I Sam chap. 
11). After the division of the kingdom Gilead was in Israel, but its northern part was soon conquered by the Arameans and another part 
was taken by the Ammonites (Amos 1:13). In 814 B.C. Hazael captured the whole of Gilead (II Kgs 10:32-3), but when Damascus was 
assailed by the Assyrians it returned to Israel (II Kgs 13:25). In 732 B.C. the country was conquered by Tiglath-Pileser III and many of 
its inhabitants were deported to Assyria (II Kgs 15:29). The southern part of Giliead was then in the hands of the Ammonites (Josh 
13:24-25; Jer 49:1), while in the northern part an Assyrian satrapy by the name of Galaza was formed. After the return from the 
Babylonian Exile Gilead was outside Jewish territory. 
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During the early Hellenistic period it was a separate district under the name of Galaaditis. Later in the same period, under the Seleucids, 
Jews settled in a few towns in the district. Some of these were conquered a little later by Judas Maccabee (I Macc 5:17-45). In two 
campaigns early in his reign Alexander Jannaeus conquered the whole of Gilead. When the country was conquered by the Roman general 
Pompey (in 63 B.C.) the whole region was divided into fairly small units and distributed among the larger cities some of which were 
members of the Decapolis. During the reign of Herod and his successors Galaaditis remained outside their kingdoms. After A.D. 106 it was 
part of the Provincia Arabia. 

2. Son of Machir, grandson of Manasseh; he gave his name to the territory of Gilead. 
3. Father of Jephthah. 
4. A Gadite, son of Michael and father of Jaroah. The family lived in Gilead No.1.  

In Judges 11 we see the story of Jephthah and it is intriguingly like us, for we are, in most cases not by our choosing, sons and daughters of the 
Harlot of Babylon.  Likewise Jephthah was a son of a father that they say is a man named Gilead; but if we study this carefully we might see that 
he was the son of the town, a son of the men of the city who slept with his mother.  It is likened to us, for we are being cast out from our nation 
because we are of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Also because we speak the Words of God the church did not want us and they cast us out from every 
church in America.  Now when the troubles come, and they see that only in the Words of God there is power, they will come and ask for help. 
(Please understand that I am not condoning the actions of Jephthah.  I am only pointing out things of that time that are similar to events of 
these days.  Clearly this time in Israel’s history is a continuous time of degeneration and constant turning from the Lord.  There can be no 
question that this man was not a righteous man, even though he acted like he was religious and that he did these things in front of the Lord.  The 
Scriptures even says that the Spirit of the Lord came upon him to do certain things.  In this he is also likened to shepherds of this day, for they 
believe that they are correctly worshipping the Lord, yet the Bible is clear in Luke 21:34-36, Jeremiah 50:6, Zechariah 10:3 and in 2 Timothy 3:1-
9, that the Lord is very unhappy with all the shepherds of this very day.  The facts are that during the times of these judges around this time of 
Jephthah, that the nation was degenerate as a whole.  If you consider the nation of America in these days, and that is the report card of the 
church of these days, then you can clearly see that indeed the peoples are degenerate.  We must consider the abortions, the gay agenda, the 
destruction of the food, the loss of freedoms and the terrible destruction of the citizens of other nations by our military and our secret ops 
entities, and one would have to say that there may never have been a more evil nation of people.  The Lord has testified of this in many Prophetic 
Words and Prophetic Visions, and yet we go on living like we are spirit-filled in front of the Lord, also much like Jephthah seemed to do.  Thus, 
the point to all this is that we have to analysis ourselves individually and as a whole, for this is the Day of Judgment and the Lord has come.  This 
is the Time of His Appearing when the  Judgment of the Lord will be made known on our nation and on each of us individually.  It is time to look at 
ourselves carefully as we are seen in the eyes of the Lord and as He judges us for the use of Talents that He has made available to us.  My point 
in using this story is to make known the importance of watching the use of our Words in this Time of the Lord’s Harvest Judgment.  He is going to 
reign over us with an iron rod.  We cannot make mistakes like Jephthah did with the words that he chose to use.  And if we do, then we are far 
better to admit our sins and pay the price of them to the degree that the Lord makes known when we seek Him for corrective answers.) 
Jephthah Defends Israel 
 Judges 11:1-10 1Now Jephthah (This name means “he will open”) the Gileadite was a mighty man of valor, but he was the son of a harlot; 

and Gilead begot Jephthah.  2Gilead's wife bore sons; and when his wife's sons grew up, they drove Jephthah out, and said to him, "You 
shall have no inheritance in our father's house, for you are the son of another woman."  3Then Jephthah fled from his brothers and dwelt 
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in the land of Tob (This name means “good; goodness”); and worthless men banded together with Jephthah and went out raiding with him.  
(He is a thief for a life-style.)  4It came to pass after a time that the people of Ammon made war against Israel.  5And so it was, when the 
people of Ammon made war against Israel, that the elders of Gilead went to get Jephthah from the land of Tob.  6Then they said to 
Jephthah, "Come and be our commander, that we may fight against the people of Ammon." (The people of Gilead turn to a person that they 
had scorned, and that had not chosen his inheritance.  But, also note that they did not turn to the Lord and plead with him.  They turned 
to physical strength of man.)  7So Jephthah said to the elders of Gilead, "Did you not hate me, and expel me from my father's house? 
Why have you come to me now when you are in distress?"  8And the elders of Gilead said to Jephthah, "That is why we have turned again 
to you now, that you may go with us and fight against the people of Ammon, and be our head over all the inhabitants of Gilead."  9So 
Jephthah said to the elders of Gilead, "If you take me back home to fight against the people of Ammon, and the LORD delivers them to 
me, shall I be your head?" (As Rick pointed out at the Bible Study, this statement reveals the pride of this man.)  10And the elders of 
Gilead said to Jephthah, "The LORD will be a witness between us, if we do not do according to your words."   

The following action of Jephthah is eerily familiar to the similar  action of King Hezekiah in regard to the threats from King Sennacherib of 
Assyria.  It is the same instruction that the Lord has given to us in Jeremiah 50:18 that we are to do in this day.  Speak our Words before Him 
and know that He is going to overthrow this evil One World Order, for it is His Appointed Time to do this – to bring to an end Satan’s 5th Beast 
Kingdom and to cause the Fall of Babylon – the fall of the One World Order. 
 Judges 11:11-28 11Then Jephthah went with the elders of Gilead, and the people made him head and commander over them; AND 

JEPHTHAH SPOKE ALL HIS WORDS BEFORE THE LORD IN MIZPAH.  12Now Jephthah sent messengers to the king of the people of 
Ammon, saying, "What do you have against me, that you have come to fight against me in my land?" (See the usage of the word “me” in this 
passage.  It continues the revealing of the arrogance of Jephthah.)  13And the king of the people of Ammon (This name means “a people; 
the son of my people”) answered the messengers of Jephthah, "Because Israel took away my land when they came up out of Egypt, from 
the Arnon (This name means “rejoicing; sunlight”) as far as the Jabbok (This name means “evacuation; dissipation; wrestling, pouring out”), 
and to the Jordan (This name means “river of judgment”). Now therefore, restore those lands peaceably."  14So Jephthah again sent 
messengers to the king of the people of Ammon, 15and said to him, "Thus says Jephthah: 'Israel did not take away the land of Moab, nor 
the land of the people of Ammon; 16for when Israel came up from Egypt, they walked through the wilderness as far as the Red Sea and 
came to Kadesh. 17Then Israel sent messengers to the king of Edom, saying, "Please let me pass through your land." But the king of Edom 
would not heed. And in like manner they sent to the king of Moab, but he would not consent. So Israel remained in Kadesh.  18And they 
went along through the wilderness and bypassed the land of Edom and the land of Moab, came to the east side of the land of Moab, and 
encamped on the other side of the Arnon. But they did not enter the border of Moab, for the Arnon was the border of Moab.  19Then 
Israel sent messengers to Sihon king of the Amorites, king of Heshbon; and Israel said to him, "Please let us pass through your land into 
our place."  20But Sihon did not trust Israel to pass through his territory. So Sihon gathered all his people together, encamped in Jahaz, 
and fought against Israel.  21And the LORD God of Israel delivered Sihon and all his people into the hand of Israel, and they defeated 
them. Thus Israel gained possession of all the land of the Amorites, who inhabited that country.  22They took possession of all the 
territory of the Amorites, from the Arnon to the Jabbok and from the wilderness to the Jordan.  23'And now the LORD God of Israel has 
dispossessed the Amorites from before His people Israel; should you then possess it? 24Will you not possess whatever Chemosh your god 
gives you to possess? So whatever the LORD our God takes possession of before us, we will possess.  25And now, are you any better than 
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Balak the son of Zippor, king of Moab? Did he ever strive against Israel? Did he ever fight against them?  26While Israel dwelt in Heshbon 
and its villages, in Aroer and its villages, and in all the cities along the banks of the Arnon, for three hundred years, why did you not 
recover them within that time?  27Therefore I have not sinned against you, but you wronged me by fighting against me. May the LORD, the 
Judge, render judgment this day between the children of Israel and the people of Ammon.' " 28However, the king of the people of Ammon 
did not heed the words which Jephthah sent him. 

Like King Sennacherib would later do, the King of Ammon would not heed the warning in the Words of Jephthah that were spoken before the 
Lord.  The result was his defeat.  The King of Ammon felt that he was greatly superior in arms and men, but he loses.  But, one of the most tragic 
stories in the Bible occurs prior to the battle, for Jephthah makes a vow that He has to keep for the sake of the well-being of the people of 
Israel.  The following is the account of Jephthah's sad vow and of the victory over the Ammonites. 
 Judges 11:29-33 29Then the Spirit of the LORD came upon Jephthah, and he passed through Gilead and Manasseh, and passed through 

Mizpah of Gilead; and from Mizpah of Gilead he advanced toward the people of Ammon.  30And Jephthah made a vow to the LORD, and 
said, "If You will indeed deliver the people of Ammon into my hands, 31then it will be that whatever comes out of the doors of my house to 
meet me, when I return in peace from the people of Ammon, shall surely be the LORD's, and I will offer it up as a burnt offering."  32So 
Jephthah advanced toward the people of Ammon to fight against them, and the LORD delivered them into his hands.  33And he defeated 
them from Aroer as far as Minnith—twenty cities—and to Abel Keramim, with a very great slaughter. Thus the people of Ammon were 
subdued before the children of Israel. 

The terrible lesson of Jephthah's Daughter and the way of the four days each year.  There is no good reason for Jephthah to carry out this 
crime against his daughter.  He would have been far wiser to have sacrificed himself for his error of the vow, than to commit this crime against 
his daughter.  This vow brings forth into vision, the pride of this man. 
 Judges 11:34-40 34When Jephthah came to his house at Mizpah, there was his daughter, coming out to meet him with timbrels and 

dancing; and she was his only child. Besides her he had neither son nor daughter.  35And it came to pass, when he saw her, that he tore his 
clothes, and said, "Alas, my daughter! You have brought me very low! You are among those who trouble me! For I have given my word to the 
LORD, and I cannot go back on it."  36So she said to him, "My father, if you have given your word to the LORD, do to me according to what 
has gone out of your mouth, because the LORD has avenged you of your enemies, the people of Ammon."  37Then she said to her father, 
"Let this thing be done for me: let me alone for two months, that I may go and wander on the mountains and bewail my virginity, my 
friends and I."  38So he said, "Go." And he sent her away for two months; and she went with her friends, and bewailed her virginity on the 
mountains.  39And it was so at the end of two months that she returned to her father, and he carried out his vow with her which he had 
vowed. She knew no man.  And it became a custom in Israel 40that the daughters of Israel went four days each year to lament the 
daughter of Jephthah the Gileadite. 

 
In Judges 12 we see that there was continued great destruction in the reign of Jephthah, that includes his conflict with Ephraim and the 
slaughter of forty-two thousand men of Ephraim.  Take notice that Jephthah only judged Israel for six years – it seems the Lord is showing that 
he judged in the way of man and not the way of the Lord. 
Ephraimites Slain by Jephthah 
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 Judges 12:1-7 1Then the men of Ephraim gathered together, crossed over toward Zaphon, and said to Jephthah, "Why did you cross 
over to fight against the people of Ammon, and did not call us to go with you? We will burn your house down on you with fire!"  2And 
Jephthah said to them, "My people and I were in a great struggle with the people of Ammon; and when I called you, you did not deliver me 
out of their hands.  3So when I saw that you would not deliver me, I took my life in my hands and crossed over against the people of 
Ammon; and the LORD delivered them into my hand. Why then have you come up to me this day to fight against me?"  4Now Jephthah 
gathered together all the men of Gilead and fought against Ephraim. And the men of Gilead defeated Ephraim, because they said, "You 
Gileadites are fugitives of Ephraim among the Ephraimites and among the Manassites."  5The Gileadites seized the fords of the Jordan 
before the Ephraimites arrived. And when any Ephraimite who escaped said, "Let me cross over," the men of Gilead would say to him, "Are 
you an Ephraimite?" If he said, "No," 6then they would say to him, "Then say, 'Shibboleth'!" And he would say, "Sibboleth," for he could 
not pronounce it right. Then they would take him and kill him at the fords of the Jordan. There fell at that time forty-two thousand 
Ephraimites.  7And Jephthah judged Israel six years. Then Jephthah the Gileadite died and was buried among the cities of Gilead. 

Ibzan, Elon, and Abdon  
 Judges 12:1-7 8After him, Ibzan of Bethlehem judged Israel. 9He had thirty sons. And he gave away thirty daughters in marriage, and 

brought in thirty daughters from elsewhere for his sons. He judged Israel seven years.  10Then Ibzan died and was buried at Bethlehem.  
11After him, Elon the Zebulunite judged Israel. He judged Israel ten years.  12And Elon the Zebulunite died and was buried at Aijalon in 
the country of Zebulun.  13After him, Abdon the son of Hillel the Pirathonite judged Israel.  14He had forty sons and thirty grandsons, who 
rode on seventy young donkeys. He judged Israel eight years.  15Then Abdon the son of Hillel the Pirathonite died and was buried in 
Pirathon in the land of Ephraim, in the mountains of the Amalekites.

Nation states are dead: EU chief says the belief that countries can stand alone is a 'lie and an illusion'

The age of the nation state is over and the idea that countries can stand alone is an ‘illusion’ and a ‘lie’, the EU president believes. 
In one of the most open proclamations of the goal of a European 
superstate since the heyday of Jacques Delors, Herman Van 
Rompuy went on to denounce Eurosceptism as the greatest threat 
to peace. 
Tory backbenchers condemned the inflammatory comments in the 
speech made by Mr Van Rompuy to mark the 21st anniversary of 
the fall of the Berlin Wall.  
They said it proved that David Cameron would have a battle on his 
hands if he is to prevent extra powers being handed to Brussels. 
Nation state is dead: Herman Van Rompuy, President of the 
European Council, at the G20 Summit in Seoul, South Korea, today 
Last night 23 Conservative MPs, including former leadership 
contender David Davis, rebelled in the Commons by demanding a 
referendum if the Lisbon Treaty is amended – even if ministers 
argue the changes do not affect the UK. Their call was defeated.  
Mr Van Rompuy’s speech in the German capital told his audience 
that ‘the time of the homogenous nation state is over’. 
He added that the ‘danger’ of Euroscepticism was spreading beyond the confines of countries such as Britain and was becoming a stronger 
force across the whole continent. 
‘We have together to fight the danger of a new Euroscepticism,’ he declared. ‘This is no longer the monopoly of a few countries.  
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...as Eurocrats waste millions 
from your taxes!

‘In every member state, there are people who believe their country can survive alone in the globalised 
world. It is more than an illusion – it is a lie.’ 
The Belgian equated Euroscepticism with fear, which eventually leads to war – echoing former French 
president Francois Mitterrand’s famous phrase that ‘nationalism is war’. 
‘The biggest enemy of Europe today is fear,’ he said. ‘Fear leads to egoism, egoism leads to nationalism, 
and nationalism leads to war. 
‘Today’s nationalism is often not a positive feeling of pride in one’s own identity, but a negative feeling 
of apprehension of the others.’ 
In a strong defence of the euro, he said the recession would have been far worse if France still had its 

franc and Germany still 
had its mark. 
Outraged: Former UKIP 
leader Nigel Farage was 
infuriated by Van 
Rompuy's comments 
Again employing the 
imagery of war, he said: 
‘Just imagine the big 
recession of 2008/09 with 
the old currencies. It 
would have resulted in 
currency turmoil and the 
end of the single market. 
A currency war always 
ends in protectionism.’ 
And in a section about the 
fall of the Berlin Wall, he 

praised the ‘statesmen of 1989 – Helmut Kohl, Francois Mitterrand, Jacques Delors’.  
There was no mention of Margaret Thatcher, who as British prime minister at the time argued against 
closer integration.  
Last night UKIP leader Nigel Farage said: ‘Rumpy Pumpy is unfit to govern. This man is an overpaid 
catastrophe who wants to abolish our nation. The only non-nation is Belgium, his own country. 
Backbench Tories warned such views were now on the rise in Brussels. 
Conservative MP Douglas Carswell said: ‘At last we see the real intentions of the Eurocrats. If that’s 
what Mr Van Rompuy believes, he should at least get elected by someone before he says it.’ 
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Millions of pounds of EU funds have been squandered on projects including a hydrotherapy centre for dogs and sending a troupe round Britain 
to perform the Smelly Foot Dance. 
Taxpayers’ cash has also gone to a ‘hip-hop laboratory’ in Lyon, France, to address the ‘lack of co-operation in European hip-hop’. 
The details were revealed yesterday by the think-tank Open Europe, a day after auditors refused to give the EU’s accounts a clean bill of 
health for the 16th year in a row. 
They emerged a fortnight after David Cameron faced a battle with the EU Parliament over the size of its budget for 2011. 
The Parliament wanted an increase of 6 per cent on this year’s £88billion – but Mr Cameron seems to have persuaded other countries to join 
him in restricting it to 2.9 per cent. 
Open Europe produced a list of 50 examples of EU waste. 
Top of the list was £350,000 for a dog fitness and rehabilitation centre in Hungary. 
The EU’s Rural Development Fund paid out the huge sum for a project to ‘improve the lifestyle and living standards of dogs’ – which included 
the development of a hydrotherapy system for dogs. More than a year on, building has yet to start. 
Some £4.5million went on a fleet of limousines for European MPs in Strasbourg in 2009 alone. All chauffeurs at the company used must sign a 
confidentiality clause ‘guaranteeing absolute discretion’. 
In Britain, golf courses, motorsport centres and hunting clubs have all benefited from thousands of pounds meant for farming subsidies. 
Open Europe director Mats Persson said: ‘The EU’s budget is irrational, overly complex and hopelessly out of date. Huge amounts of money are 
wasted on projects which do nothing to help the EU economy to get back on track. There should be no talk whatsoever of budget increases 
until the problems with waste and mismanagement are stamped out.  
‘MEPs and the Commission need to wake up to the economic reality around them.’

Obama on Non-Criminal Illegal Aliens: We Don’t Want to Deport Them; 'We Want Them To Succeed’

(CNSNews.com) - President Barack Obama on Monday told a student who has received a deportation 
notice that he does not want to deport her -- he wants people like her to succeed. 
The exchange happened during a town hall event sponsored by the Spanish-language television network 
Univision at a Washington, D.C., school.  
A student, who appeared via Skype, asked: “My question for the president is, why [is the government] 
saying that deportations have stopped -- or the detention of many students like me, why is it that we are 
still receiving deportation letters like this one?” 

Obama answered, “We have redesigned our enforcement practices under the law to make sure that we’re focusing primarily on criminals, and 
so our deportation of criminals are up about 70 percent. Our deportation of non-criminals are down, and that’s because we want to focus our 
resources on those folks who are destructive to the community. 
“And for a young person like that young woman that we just spoke to who’s going to school, doing all the right things, we want them to 
succeed," Obama said. 
"I have been such a strong proponent of the DREAM Act--why I reiterated during my State of the Union speech that we need to pass the 
DREAM Act," said Obama. “We came close in the December. It almost happened.” 
The president later added, “America is a nation of laws, which means I, as the president, am obligated to enforce the law.” 
After the president addressed the illegal-alien student’s question, the moderator of the event asked Obama, “Mr. President, my question will 
be as follows: With an executive order, could you be able to stop deportation of the students?”

Obama said, “There are enough laws on the books by Congress that are very clear in terms of how we 
have to enforce our immigration system that for me to simply, through executive order, ignore those 
congressional mandates, would not conform with my appropriate role as president.” 
“That does not mean, though, that we can’t make decisions, for example, to emphasize enforcement on 
those who’ve engaged in criminal activity,” said Obama. “It also doesn’t mean that we can’t strongly 
advocate and propose legislation that would change the law in order to make it more fair, more just, 
and ultimately would help young people who are here and trying to do the right thing –and those talents we want to embrace in order to 
succeed as a country.” 
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The town hall took place at the Bell Multicultural High School in Washington, D.C. Attendees of the town hall included students and parents. 
The DREAM (Development, Relief and Education for Alien Minors) Act, which failed to pass during the lame-duck session of Congress in 2010, 
would have allowed young illegal immigrants who have been in the states for at least five years to acquire legal status if they pass background 
checks, attend college or serve in the military for at least two years. 
The president also called for “comprehensive immigration reform” and added that the U.S. immigration system is broken. 
“We have to have secure borders, we have to make sure that businesses are not exploiting undocumented workers, but we have to have a 
pathway to citizenship for those who are just looking for a better life and contributing to our country and I’ll continue to fight for them,” 
said Obama.
